When addressed by the Chair, the speaker must yield the floor and
comply with all rulings of the chair, said rulings not being open to debate. Except with permission of
Council specifically given, speakers shall be limited to five minutes. No person who has had the floor
shall again be recognized until all others desiring an opportunity to speak have been given an opportunity
to do so.

AGENDA ITEMS PROTOCOL:

The Clerk at the beginning of the meeting will present the AGENDA ITEMS sign-in sheet to the
President of Council. Speakers will be called to address Council by the Chair. A citizen must first write
his or her name, address and agenda item number on the designated sign-in sheet in order to be
recognized.

PUBLIC COMMENT PROTOCOL:

The clerk at the end of the meeting will present the PUBLIC COMMENT sign-in sheet to the President of
Council. Public Comment will be welcomed at the end of a Council Mecting on miscellaneous issues or
issues other than agenda items, A citizen must first write his or her name, address and topic on the
designated sign-in sheet in order to be recognized. The forum is not designed to be a question and answer
session.

Thereafter, each appointment and the remainder of all other initial appointments
shall serve for a period of two years.

Bylaws and General Rules of Operations ~ Committee shall meet at least on a quarterly
basis. The Committee shall devise its own officers, governance, and place and time of
assembly.

Formation of the Audit Committee

In March 2008, two individuals were appointed by City Council and four individuals were
appointed by the Mayor of the City to serve on the Audit Committee along with the three members of
the Council Finance Committee.

On May 27, 2008, the first meeting of the Audit Committee was held. The key purpose of the
meeting was organizational and on-boarding in nature.

‘The Rules and Ordinances Committee convened on October 12, with Councilman Powers and
me in attendance as committee members, along with several other councilmembers, membets of
the administration and representatives of the comemunity.

The committee discussed and deferred Ord. 56-09, proposing to outlaw excessive vehicle idling,
and Ord. 71-09, proposing to amend Sections 903.10 and 903.99 of the Codified Ordinances
relating to sidewalk and tree lawn maintenance. We will continue to take those issues under
advisement in future meetings

The commiittee also discussed a letter from Mayor FitzGerald dated June 16, 2008, in which the
mayor proposed to address the length of time between the city’s knowledge of 2 high-grass
property and its abatement of that property {should the owner fail to have abated it first),
Because Council and the mayor resolved that very issue by adopting an amended version of
Ord. 59-09 on July 20, 2009, the Rules & Ordinances committee voted to remove the mayor’s
June 2008 communication from the committee docket as moot.

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ORDINANCENO. 1 3-09 BY:

AN ORDINANCE to create a new section within Chapter 144, Civil Service
Commission, of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Lakewood to authorize and
set out the method of Original Appointments to the Division of Police, to include
a combination of appointment from a certified list and lateral entry hire.

WHEREAS, this ordinance is necessary in that any Rules and Regulations
of the Lakewood Civil Service Commission which differ from the Ohio Revised
Code must be enacted by ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the Police Chief has requested the Civil Service Commission to
amend its rules and regulations to allow for the Division of Police to make Lateral
Hires without a competitive civil service exa mination; and

WHEREAS, upon review of the Rules and Regulations and the evidence
presented to the Civil Service Commission, the Commission recommends that the
inclusion of lateral entry requirements for Patrol Officer be reflected as described
in the proposed ordinance. Now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That a new Section within Chapter 144, Civil Service
Commission, of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Lakewood is hereby
created to read as follows:

144.14 Original Appointment to the Division of Police

(a) There shall be two methods for original appointment of police officers to

the Division of Police: Civil Service Examination with placement on the
certified eligible list and Lateral Hire. In either case, candidates must

conform to certain minimum qualifications of the City of Lakewood Civil

Service Rules and Regulations.

1. Civil Service Examination Process —

Applicants are required to complete a written examination as well as

a physical agility test. The Civil Service Commission shall certify the
names In accordance with its rules and regulations.

Candidates appointed to Police Officer through these procedures will

be hired at Grade I1I first year and must successfully complete an 18

i5




month probationary period or as otherwise provided by the collective
bargaining agreement.

2. Lateral Hire -
Applicants will submit an employment application as well as a current
certificate of physical agility to the Department of Human Resources.
In addition, candidates must conform to all the minimum requirements
of the Civil Service Rules and Regulations and all applicants for Lateral
Hire shall meet the following prerequisites:

A. Currently or have previously been employed as a peace officer;

B. OPATA certified;

C. For those previously employed there shall be no more than a
one year bréak in service from previous employment as a peace
officer;

D. Current or previous peace officer employment must have been
as a result of a civil service examination process.

The Police Chief, in conjunction with the Director of Human
Resources and the Public Safety Director, will review resumes and
applications to determine which applicants meet the lateral entry
Criteria. Lateral Entry candidates may be required to submit to the
following, including but not limited to, a thorough background
investigation, polygraph examination, psychological and medical
evaluation, oral interview and drug screening as stated in the Police
General Order 91-014 Selection Process.

Positions filled through these procedures are therefore exempt from
competitive examination.

Candidates appointed to Police Officer through these procedures will
be hired at Grade III first year and must successfully complete an 18
month probationary period or as otherwise provided by the collective
bargaining agreement.

A. Seniority for lateral entry Police Officer will be based on the date of
hire with the City of Lakewood.

Employees selected through these.procedures shall obtain and retain
all other rights attributed to the classified service, following successful
completion of the probationary period.




3. For every four (4) consecutive original appointments, not less than
three (3) shall be from a certified eligible list and one (1) may be a
lateral hire.

4. If a layoff list exists then the appointment will be subject to the Clty of
- Lakewood Civil Service Rules and Regulations.

5. The Civil Service Commission is authorized to promulgate rules and
procedures for the administration of the test and selection
methodology of both methods of original appointment not inconsistent
with this Ordinance.

(b)  Subsection (a) hereof is specifically intended to supersede State Code
for Original Appointments to Patrol Officer positions in the Division of
Police.

Section 2, It is found and determined that all formal actions of this
Council concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were adopted in
an open meeting of this Council, and that all such deliberations of this Council
and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were in meetings
open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements.

Dear Members of Council:

Lakewood has received economic renewal funds from the federal government under the American Recovery and
Investment Act. The attached Resolution expresses the City's commitment to using monies coming from this source to
maximize American job creation and retention. It calls upon Lakewood to use these funds whenever and wherever possible
for the purchase of products and services from companies within the United States.

We are in the midst of a severe economic downturn, with consequences for many area workers. For example in our
core industry of steel making, earlier this year only nine of 29 blast furnaces in the United States were making steel and
several Northeast Ohio steel mills were idled, including those in Cleveland and Lorain, costing approximately 950 jobs,
which paid good family wages. It makes eminent sense that we renew our commitment to buying American-made products
and services with the funds that have been proscribed for these purposes.

Two polls from earlier this year show the public supports these principles. According to a Pew Charitable Trusts
survey, 70 percent of Democrats, 66 peicent of Republicans and 63 percent of Independents say the federal economic
recovery plan should require that spending be limited to U.S.-made goods and services. In addition, a national Harris
Interactive poll conducted for the Alliance for American Manufacturing found 84 percent favor “Buy American”
requirements (66 percent strongly, 18 percent somewhat). Only 4 percent strongly oppose the requirement and 7 percent
somewhat oppose it. The overwhelming support was consistent regardless of gender, age, income level, education, or
region.

Let our City affirm what so many Americans support: that American Recovery and Investment Act funds should be
used to create and retain American jobs by buying American products and services. We respectfully request your support
and urge you to pass this resolution.

Dear Members of Council:

Attached are two pieces of legislation granting contracting authority to use funds obtained
through a grant from the Ohio Department of Energy, Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block
Grant (EECBG), to expend approximately $107,000 of a total grant award in the amount of
$447,200.

The first ordinance amends Ordinance No. 89-08A and authorizes the City to enter into contracts
for the professional engineering component required for this grant. Currently, $50,000 has been
allocated to hire a consultant to compile Lakewood’s Energy Efficiency and Conservation
Strategy (EECS). The EECS is a requirement of the grant and will look at projects for the
balance of this grant and beyond that can be put into place to make the City of Lakewood more
energy efficient.

These initial funds were recently allocated on September 29th to Lakewood. The schedule for
this grant is as follows; the EECS needs to be completed and submitted back to the Department
of Energy within 120 days of this award with the preferred projects to expend the remaiming
grant funds within 18 months.

In addition, a portion of the grant was secured on behalf of the Beck Center for the Performing
Arts for the mstallation of a new high efficiency boiler and air conditioning unit. The second
piece of legislation will allow the City of Lakewood to enter into an agreement with the Beck
Center to facilitate this pass through of funds in the amount of $57,000.
