When addressed by the Chair, the speaker must yield the floor and
comply with all rulings of the chair, said rulings not being open to debate. Except with permission of
Council specifically given, speakers shall be limited to five minutes. No person who has had the floor
shall again be recognized until all others desiring an opportunity to speak have been given an opportunity
to do so.

AGENDA ITEMS PROTOCOL:

The Clerk at the beginning of the meeting will present the AGENDA ITEMS sign-in sheet to the
President of Council. Speakers will be called to address Council by the Chair. A citizen must first write
his or her name, address and agenda item number on the designated sign-in sheet in order to be
recognized,

PUBLIC COMMENT PROTOCOL.:

The clerk at the end of the meeting will present the PUBLIC COMMENT sign-in sheet to the President of
Council. Public Comment will be welcomed at the end of a Council Meeting on miscellaneous issues or
issues other than agenda items. A citizen must first write his or her name, address and topic on the
designated sign-in sheet in order fo be recognized. The forum is not designed to be 4 question and answer
session.

ORDINANCE NO. 62-09 BY:

AN ORDINANCE to amend Chapter 1134, Historic Preservation Districis- (HPD)
and Historic Properties (HP), of the Zoning Code of the Codified Ordinances of the City
of Lakewood to expand the scope of the chapter to include designation of public interior
portions of buildings with unique historical value.

WHEREAS, the amendments to the Zoning Code promote the development and
protection of existing buildings and structures throughout the City of unique historical
significance, thereby protecting property values; and :

WHEREAS, the amendments to the Zoning Code encourage the orderly develop-
ment and retention of buildings and structure in the City in a manner consistent with
the Community Vision; and

WHEREAS, Article 18, Section 3 of the Constitution of the State of Ohio permits
municipalities to exercise ali powers of local self-government and to adopt and enforce
within their limits stch local police, sanitary and other similar regulations as are not in
conflict with general laws; now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1.  That Chapter 1134, Historic Preservation Districts (HPD) and His-
toric Properties (HP), of the Zoning Code of Codified Ordinances of the City of Lake-
wood, currently reading as follows:

HISTORIC PRESERVATION DISTRICTS (HPD)
AND HISTORIC PROPERTIES (HP)

1134.01 PURPOSE

() The purpose of this Chapter is to promote the health, safety and welfare
of the citizens of the Cigy by providing for the identification, protection,
enhancement, perpetuation and use of areas, places, buildings, strue-
tures, works of art and other objects having a special historical, com-
munity or aesthetic interest or value, so that the following objectives are
reached:

(D To maintain and enhance the distinctive and/or aesthetic char-
acter, diversity and inferest of the City.

) To safeguard the architectural integrity of the City’s desig-
nated Historic Preservation Districts (HPD) and Historic Prop-

erties (HP).

{3) To safeguard the heritage of the City by preserving places,
sites, buildings and structures, which reflect elements of the
City’s cultural, social, economic, political, architectural or ar-
chacological heritage.

=(5) To afford the widest possible. scope of continuing vitality

through private renewal and architectural creativity within ap-
propriate controls and standards,

The purpose of the IIPD or HP designation and determination provided
for in this Chapter is to contribute to the economic, recreational, cul-
tural and educational development of the City by:

¢)) Fostering a sense of community identification and civic pride
by preserving areas, places, buildings, structures, works of art
and other objects which reflect periods, events in history, no-
table accomplishments of the past and significant persons of
the community and its region;

2) protecting and enhancing the Cify’s attributes for residents,
prospective residents, visitors and tourists;

(3) strengthening the economy of the Cigy;
4 stabilizing and improving property values;

5) facilitating the reinvestment in and revitalization of certain dis-
tricts and neighborhoods;

(6) promoting use and preservation of historic sites and structures
for the education and general welfare of residents of the Cigy.

ALTER or ALTERATION for the purposes of this Chapter, shall in-
clude a change in design, material color, texture, material or exterior ar-
chitectural feature and shall also include any additions to existing areas,
places, buildings, structures, works of art or ofher objects. The correc-
tion of any deterioration or damage to an area, place, building, struc-
ture, work of art or other object and restoration to its condition prior to
such deterioration or damage is excluded from the defihition of altera-
tion, previded such work does not involve a change in design, material
color, texture material or exterior architecturs] feature.

CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS means a certificate is-
sued either by the Architectural Board of Review indicating that pro-
posed design plans for alteration, or by the Comunission for demotition
of a property within the HIPD or the HP, is in accordance with the pro-
visions of this Chapter.

DESIGNATION and DETERMINATION means respectively the ini-
tial process by the Commission to identify appropriate districts and
properties for implementation of this Chapter and the actual outcome of
an application process to implement and make effective this Chapter for
any specific district or property;

DEMOLISH or DEMOLITION means the razing or removal, in

‘whole or in part, of any area, place, building, stracture, work of art or

other object.

EXTERIOR ARCHITECTURAL FEATURE(S) means ths architec-
taral style, general design and general arrangement of the exterior of a
building or structure inchiding, but not limited to, windows, doors,
porches, cornices, exterior wall materials, decorative trim, chimneys,
roof structure and roof materials, and other fixtures appurtenant to the
exterior of the building or structure.

MATERIAL COLOR means the color inherent to a material such as
brick or stone. It shall not be construed to refer to exterior painting.

PRESERVATION means the act or process. of applying measures to
sustain the existing form, integrity and material of an area, place, build-
ing, structurs, work of art or other object.

SECRETARY OF THE INTERIOR’S STANDARDS FOR REHA-
BILITATION means the United States Secretary of the Interior’s
Standards For Rehabilitation codified at 36 CFR 67 of the Code of Fed-
eral Regulations, as the same may be amended from time to time and
associated guidelines established by the Commission, that form the cri-
teria used by the Architectural Board of Review when considering an
application for a Certificate of Appropriateness in an HPD or for an
HP.

UNIQUE HISTORIC GUIDELINES means any specific guidelines
adopted by the Commission, either at the time of designation of an HPD
or HP, or upon subsequent revision and review, to govern any such des-
ignated HPD or HP.

PROCEDURES FOR ]])ENTiFICATION » REVIEW AND
DESIGNATION OF AN HPD OR HP OR LANDMARKS

Relationship to Base Districts: The HPD or HP is the designation of
an additionally restricted zone, or specific property restrictions for an
historic property, within any zone, which may be applied to e)gstmg
zoning districts as described herein. When such a district or property is
established, the HPD or HP shall be shown as an indication to the un-
derlying districts by the designation of HPD for Historic Preservation
District, or HP for Historic Properties, on the zoning map.

A HPD or HP may cross or iransit several base districts, however, the
uses permitted in each base district are limited fo the boundaries of that
base district, except as otherwise provided herein.
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(©)

Initial Designation Procedure: The Commission may propose desig-
nations of any area, place, building, structure, work of art or other ob-
ject as an HPD or HP on its own initiative or upon the recommendation
of the Heritage Advisory Board or upon a request by an owner of a
property. Proposals for designation must be accompanied by informa-
tion with respect to the special historical, community or aesthetic inter-
est or value of the HPD or HP. The Commission may establish from
tithe 1o tithe such procedures and policies with respect to designations
and other matters described in this Chapter. Moreover, the Commission

- shall, where appropriate, issue specific Unique Historic Guidelines to

govern any such designated HPD or HP. The purpose of such guide-
lines are to assist the Architectural Board of Review to limit its judg-
ment and review procedures to design and engineering issues, rather
than its own independent view of historic appropriateness, which are
hereby expressly left in the province of the Commission with the advice
of the Heritage Advisory Board.

Considerations for Designation: In considering the designation of any
area, place, building, structure, work of art or other object in the City as
a HPD or HP, the Commission shall apply the following criteria with
respect to each property. One (1) or more or the following must apply:

¢))] The character, interest or value as part of the heritage of the
Citp, the region, State of Ohio or the United States;

2) the location as a site of a significant historic event;

3) the identification with a person or persons who significantly
contributed to the historic development of the City;

4) a HPD’s or HP’s exemplification of the culfura], economic,
social, archeological, or historic heritage of the Cizy;

&) the portrayal of the environment of a group of people in an era
of history characterized by a distinctive architectural style;

(6) the embodiment of distinguiéhing historical characteristics of a
group of people in an era of history characterized by a distinc-
tive architectural style;

N HPD’s or HP’s identification as the work of an architect or
master builder whose individual work has influenced the de-
- velopment of the City,

{8) HPD’s or HP’s embodiment of elements of architectural de-
sign, detail, materials or craftsmanship which represent a sig-
nificant architechiural or technological innovation:

) HPD’s or HP’s unique location or singular physical character-
istics representing an established and familiar visual feature of
a neighborhood, commumity or the City, itself at large;

Additional considerations for an HPD: In addition to meeting at least
one (1) of the above criteria, a proposed HPD must also meet the fol-
lowing criteria in order to be designated a HPD:

D The area within the prbposed boundaries must have a high de-
gree of historic integrity, without excessive loss of architec-
tural or historic character.

(2) The area within the proposed boundaries must have an internal
historic cohesiveness in the sense of a shared common history
of its inhabitants, historical development according to the Vi-
sion, a shared architectural style or design, or 2 body of archi-
tecture illustrating the évolution of architectural styles over a
period of time.

Additional Considerations for an HP: In addition to meeting at least
one (1) of the criteria listed in subsection (c¢) above, a proposed HP
must also meet the following criteria in.order to be designated a HP:

(D The structure(s) must have a high degree of historic integrity,
without excessive loss of architectural or historic character

2) The structure(s} must have an internal historic cohesiveness in
the sense of a shared common history of its inhabitants, his-
torical development according o the Vision, a shared architec-
taral style or design, or a body of architecture illustrating the
evolution of architectural styles over a period of time.

Designation by the Commission: The Commission after obtzining ad-
vice from the Heritage Advisory Board may designate certain areas,
places, sites, buildings and structures as eligible to become either a
HPD or aHP.

Designation Not Self-Executing: Once the Commission has designated
any certain areas, places, sites, buildings and structures as eligible to
become either an HPD or an HP, an individual or group may apply to
the Commission for official status as an HPD ot HP. The rules of this
Chapter, or the Unique Historic Guidelines adopted by the Commission
for any HPD or HP, are not effective until the following application and
approval process is additionally completed.

Application for Historic Status Determination: The applicant(s)
shall attemipt to secure the written consent of the property owner(s) for
the determination of a property as a HP. However, written approval is
not required for the property to be determined as an FP. In the event
that such owner refises or declines to or otherwise does not give written
consent to the proposed determination as a HP, apon the applicant’s

application the Commission shall schedule a public hearing on the ques-
tion of the proposed determination. In regards to a HPD, the appli-
cant(s) shall attempt to secure the written approval of owner(s) within

5 . 4
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the proposed boundaries. These signatures shall be presented on a form
prepared by the Commission. However, written. approval is not re-
quired for the properties to be determined as within a HPD. In the
event that such owner(s) refuses or declines to or otherwise does not
give written consent to the proposed determination as a HPD, upen the
applicant(s)’s application the Commission shall schedule a public hear-

ing on the question of the proposed determination.

Notice Procedures for i’ul;lic.Hear'ihg:

(1) Notice of the public hearing shall be made in accordance with
Lzkewood Codified Ordinances no iess than seven (7) days be-
fors the hearing; said notice shall state the time, place and pur-
pose of the hearing in accordance with Chapter 107 (Publica-
tion of Legal Notices) of the Ordinances.

) No less than seven days prior to a public hearing, the Commis-
sion additionally shall give written notice of a public hearing,
stating the time, place and purpose to all owners and residents
of property in and within 200 feet of the property for which ei-
ther an HPD or an HP designatior is requested.

The Commission shall give due consideration to the advice of the Heri-
tage Advisory Board, such consents to determination and comments as
have been filed with it, and the views as may have been expressed by
persons participating in the hearing before the Commission, as well as
any other relevant information brought before the Commission, in mak-
ing its decision with respect to the proposed determination of each HPD
or HP by a majority vote of its members,

The application for historic determination shall be studied by the Com-
mission for its review and recommendation. The Commission may de-
termine said area, place, site, building(s); and structure(s), as a HPD or
HP by majority vote. Regardless of any current National Register of
Historic Places status, a HPD or HP must be locally determined by the
Commission for this Chapter to apply.

The Commission may approve by majority vote specific architectural
guidelines for a created district or a specific historic property. The
Commission shall schedule a public hearing on the question of pro-
posed design guidelines.

PROCEDURES FOR THE REVIEW OF PROPOSED
ALTERATIONS, DEMOLITION AND NEW CON-

No person shall make any alteration or demolition with respect to any
property that is situated in a determined HPD or has been determined an
HP unless a Certificate of Appropriateness has been previously issued
with respect to such property. With respect to any such alteration or
demolition, the owner of a property shall first apply for and secure a
Certificate of Appropriateness from the Architectural Board of Review.
In addition, any improvements or changes undertaken within public
rights-of-way within an HPD also require a Certificate of Appropriate-
ness from the Architectural Board of Review.

Unless the Commission has previously approved Unique Historic
Guidelines when considering an application for a Certificate of Appro-
priateness, the Architectural Board of Review shall determine whether
the proposed construction, reconstruction, alteration or demolition is
appropriate or whether it has an adverse affect upon the purposes of this
Chapter and shiall refer to the Seeretary of this Tmerior s Standards for
Rehabilitation, as amended from fime to time, and which on the date of
the adoption of this Chapter are as follows:

The new work shall be differentiated from the old and
shall be compatible with the massing, size, scale, and architec-

(10)  New additions and adjacent or related new construction shall
be undertaken in such a manner that if removed in the future,
the essential form and environment would be unimpaired.

In the case of archeclogical properties, the Archifectural Board of Re-
View shall refer to the Advisory Council on Historic Preservatior’s
Treatment of Archeological Properfies: A Handbook or successor pub-
lication(s).

Approval Not Self-executing Where the Commission has Issued
Unique Historic Guidelines: If the proposed construction, reconstruc-
tion, alteration or demolition is determined to have no adverse effect on
the HPD or the HP, and does not violate the spirit and purpose of these
preservation regulations, then the Architectural Board of Review shall
approve the Certificate of Appropriateness, subject to a final additional
review by the Comimission, whenever Unique Historic Guidelines have
beeri established.

- Denial: If the Architectural Board of Review determines that the pro-

posed construction, reconstruction, alteration or demolition will have an
adverss effect on the HPD or HP and does violate the spirit and purpose
of these preservation regulations, then the Architectural Review Board
shall deny the Certificate of Appropriateriess.

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Notice of Denial to Applicant: In the event that the Architectural
Board of Review denies an application for a Certificate of Appropriate-
ness, the Secretary of the Architectural Board of Review shall forthwith
notify the applicant of such determination in writing and transmit to
him/her a copy of the reasons for denial and recommendations, if any,
of the Architectural Board of Review.

Effect of Denial: Upon denying an application for a Certificate of Ap-
propriateness, the Architectural Board of Review shall impose a waiting
period to not exceed thirty (30) days from the date of disapproval dur-
ing which the applicant may develop a compromise proposal.

PUBLIC INTERIOR PORTION means the interior portion of a
building or structure together with its interior architectural features, that
is, or was, designed to be customarily open or accessible to the public,
including by invitation. Public interior portion does not incInde an inte-
rior portion of a building or structure that was customarily open or ac-
cessible to the public if the inferior portion has been significantly al-
tered such that a substantial portion of the features refiecting design for
public use no longer remain.

Relationship to Base Districts: The IIPD or HP is the designation of
an additionally restricted zone, or specific property restrictions for an
historic property, within any zone, which may be applied to existing
zoning districts as described herein. When such a district or property is
established, the HPD or HP shall be shown as an indication to the un-
derlying districts by the designation of HPD for Historic Preservation
District, or HP for Historic Properties, on the zoning map.

An HPD or HP may cross or transit several base districts, however, the
uses permiited in each base district are limited to the boundaries of that
base district, except as otherwise provided herein,

Initial Designation Procedure: The Comm1s;>‘10n may propose desig-
nations of any ares, place, building, public interior portion of a build-
ing, structure, work of art or other object as an HPD or HP on its own
initiative or upon the recommendation of the Heritage Advisory Board
or upon a request by an owner of a property. Proposals for designation
must be accompanied by information with respect to the special histori-
cal, community or aesthetic interest or value of the HPD or HP. The
Commission may establish from time to time such procedures and poli-
cies with respect to designations and other matters described in this
Chapter. Moreover, the Commission shall, where appropriate, issue
specific Unique Historic Guidelines to.govemn any such designated
HPD or HP. The purpose of such guidelines are to assist the Architec-
tural Board of Review to limit its judgment and review procedures to
design and engineering issues, rather than its own independent view of
historic appropriateness, which are hereby expressly left in the province
of the Cornmission with the advice of the Heritage Advisory Board.

Designation by the Commission: The Commission after obfaining ad-
vice from the Heritage Advisory Board may designate certzin areas,
Pplaces, sites, buildings, public interior portions of buildings, structures,
works of art and other objects as eligible to become either an HPD or
an HP.

Designation Not Self-Executing: Once the Commission has approved
a proposed designation of any certain areas, places, sites, buildings,
public interior portions of buildings, structures and works of art and
other objects as eligible to become either an HPD or an HP, an individ-
ual or group may apply to the Commission for official status as an HPD
or HP, The rules of this Chapter, or the Unique Historic Guidelines
adopted by the Commission for any HPD or HP, are not effective until
the following application and approval process is additionally com-
pleted.

Application for Historic Status Determination: The appHeant(s)
sha]l attempt to secure the written consent of the property owner(s) for
the determination of a property as an HP. However, written approval is
not required for the property to be determined as an HP. In the event
that such owner refuses or declines to or otherwise does not give writtén
consent to the proposed determination as an HP, upon the applicant’s
application the Commission shall schedule a public hearing on the ques-
tion of the proposed determination. In regards to an HPD, the appli-
cant(s) shall attempt to secure the written approval of owner(s) within
the proposed boundaries. These signatures shall be presented on a form
prepared by the Commission. However, written approval is not re-
quired for the properties to be determined as within an HPD. In the
event that such owner(s) refuses or declines to or otherwise does not
give written consent to the proposed determination as an FHPD, upon the
applicant(s)’s application the Commission shall schedule a public hear-
ing on the question of the proposed determination

Notice Procedures for Public Hearing:

1) Notice of the public hearing shall be made in accordance with
Lakewood Codified Ordinances no less than seven (7} days be-
fore the hearing; said notice shall state the time, place and pur-
pose of the hearing in accordance with Chapter 107 (Publica-
tion of Legal Notices) of the Ordinances.
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2) No less than seven (7) days prior to a public hearing, the
Commission additionally shall give written notice of a public
hearing, stating the time, place and purpose to all owners and
residents of property in and within two hundred (200) feet of
the property for which either an HPD or an HP designation is
requested.

The Commission shall give due consideration to the advite of thie Heri-
tage Advisory Board, such consents to determination and comments as
have been filed with i, and the views as may have been expressed by
persons participating in the hearing before the Commission, as well as
any other relevant information brought before the Commission, in mak-
ing its decision with respect to the proposed determination of each HPD
or HP by a majority vote of ifs members. The Commiission shall con-
sider any substantial religions burden statement submitted by a religious
institution objeeting to a designation as imposing a substantial burden
on religious exercise.

The application for historic determination and all accompanying sub-
missions shall be reviewed and studied by the Commission prior to its
recommendation. The Commission shall determine by majority vote
said area, place, site, building(s), public interior portions of a building,
structure(s), works of art and other objects, as an HPD or HP. Regard-
less of any current National Register of Historic Places status, an HPD
or HP must be locally determined by the Commission for this Chapter

to apply.

The Commission may approve by majority vote specific architectural
guidelines for a created district or a specific historic property. The
Commission shall schedule a public hearing on the question of pro-
posed design guidelines. If specific architectural guidelines are not cre-

ated, the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation shall
apply to an FIPD or HP for Architectural Board of Review purpoeses.

Applications, which have been denjed by the Commission, may be re-
submitted within ten (10) days, if a réquest is made in writing by the
applicant, setting forth the grounds thereof If the Commission deter-
mines by vote that valid grounds have been submitted, a rehearing shall
be granted. If the request is not made within ten (10) days from date of
ruling, no application on the same appeal may be made to the Cominis-
sion for a period of six (6) months from the date the original application
was denfed. The filing of an application for a rehéaring shall not be
deemed to extend the time permitted by law for the fiting of ar appeal
to the Courts.

PROCEDURES FOR THE REVIEW OF PROPOSED
ALTERATIONS, DEMOLITION AND NEW CON-
STRUCTION'AND FOR ISSUANCE OF APPROVAL TG
PROCEED WITH WORK (CERTIFICATE OF APPRO-
PRIATENESS)

No person shall make any alteration or demolition with respect to any
property designated historic that is situated in a determined HPD or has
been determined an HP unless a Certificate of Appropriateness has been
previously issued with respect to such property. With respect to any
such alteration or demolition, the owner of a property shall first apply
for and secure a Certificate of Appropriateness from the Architectural
Board of Review. In addition, any improvements or changes under-
taken within public rights-of-way within an HPD also require a Certifi-
cate of Appropriateness from the Architectural Board of Review.

Unless the Commission has previously approved Unique Historic
Guidelines when considering an application for a Certificate of Appro-
priateness, the Architectural Board of Review shall determine whether
the proposed construction, reconstruction, alteration or demolition is
appropriate or whether it has an adverse affect upon the purposes of this
Chapter and shall refer to the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for
Rehabilitation, as amended from fime to time, and which on the date of
the adoption of this Chapter are as follows:

(1 A property shall be used for its historic purpose or placed in a
new use that requires minimal change to the defining charac-
teristics of the building and its site and environment,

) The historic character of a property shall be. retained and pre-
served. The removal of historic materials or alteration of fea-
tures and spaces that characterize a property shall be avoided.

(3} Each property shall be recognized as a physical record of s
time, place and use. Changes that create a false sense of his-
torical development, such as adding conjectural features or ar-
chitectural elements from other buildings, shall not be under-
taken.

4) Most properties change over time; those changes that have ac-
quired historic significance in their own right shall be retained
and preserved.

(5) Distinctive features, finishes, and construction techniques or
examples of craftsmanship that characterize an HP shall be
preserved.

{6) Deteriorated historic features shall be repaired rather than re-
placed. Where the severity of deterioration requires replace-
ment of a distinctive feature, the new feature shall match the
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old in design, color, texture and other visual qualities and,
where possible, materials. Replacement of missing features
shall be substantiated by documentary, physical or pictorial
evidence.

N Chemical or physical treatments, such as sandblasting, that
cause damage to the historic materials and structures, if appro-
priate, shall be undértaken using the gentiest means possible:

(8) Significant archeological resources affected by a project shall
be protected and preserved. If such resources must be dis-
turbed, mitigation measures shall be undertaken.

@) New additions, exterior alterations, or related new construction
shall not destroy historic materials that characterize the prop-
erty. The new work shall be differentiated from the old and
shall be compatible with the massing, size, scale, and architec-
tural features to protect the historic mtegnty of the property
and its environment.

{10} New additions and adjacent -or related new construction shall
be undertaken in such a manner that if removed in the future,
the essential form and environment would be unimpaired.

In the case of archeological properties, the Architectural Board of Re-
view shall refer to the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation’s
Treatment of Archeological Properties: A Handbook or successor pub-
lication(s).

Approval Not Self-executing Where the Commission has Issued
Unigue Historic Guidelines: When Unique Historic Guidelines have
been established, if the proposed construction, reconstruction, alteration
or demolition is determined to have no adverse effect on the HPD or the
HP, and does not violate the spirit and purpose of these preservation
regulations, then the Architectural Board of Review shall approve the
Certificate of Appropriateness, subject to a final additional review by
the Commission.

Denial; If the Architectural Board of Review determines that the pro-
posed construction, reconstruction, alteration or demolition will have an
adverse effect on the TIPD or HP and does violate the spirit and purpose
of these preservation regulations, then the Architectural Review Board
shall deny the Certificate of Appropriateness.

Notice of Denial to Applicant: In the event that the Architectural
Board of Review denies an application for a Certificate of Appropriate-
zess, the Secretary of the Architectural Board of Review shall forthwith
notify the applicant of such determination in writing and transmit to
him/her a copy of the reasons for denial and recommendations, if any,
of the Architectural Board of Review.

Effect of Denial: Upon denying an application for a Certificate of Ap-
propriateness, the Architectural Board of Review shall impose a waiting
period to not exceed thirty (3 0) days from the date of disapproval dur-
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ing which the applicant may develop a compromise proposal With re-
spect to an application involving a demolition, the Architectural Board
of Review may, at its discretion, extend the aforementioned waiting pe-
riod a maximum of one (1) year from the date of disapproval. If both
parties accept a compromise proposal, the Architectural Board of Re-
view may henceforth approve a final Certificate of Appropriateness, un-
less Unique Historic Guidelines have been adopted by the Commission

" and pettain, in which case any compromise thust also be approved by -

the Commission.

Negotiations During Waiting Period for Demolition: In the case of a
denial of an application for a Certificate of Appropriateness for demoli-
tion: '

(1) The Architectural Board of Review, along with the Director,
Commissioner, members of the Heritage Advisory Board, and
other officials of the Cify as needed, may participate in nego-
tiations with the owner .or owners and any other interested
party in an effort to find a means of preserving the property. If
the aforementioned do not agree on a means of preserving the
property at the initial meeting then they may continue to under-
take meaningful and continuing. discussion with the purpose of
finding a method of preserving the property.

2) If the applicant fails to meet with the aforementioned in good
faith, in the time specified, then the Architectural Board of
Review’s denial of the application will stand.

(3) If, after holding such good-faith meetings in the waiting period
as specified above, the Director determines in writing that fail-
ure to approve an application for a Certificate of Appropriate-
ness will creafe a substantial hardship to the applicant and that
such certificate may be approved without substantial detriment
to the public welfare and without substantial derogation from
the purposes of this Chapter, then the Architectural Board of
Review shall approve a Certificate of Appropriateness for such
proposed demolition.

Negotiations During Waiting Perjod for Alteration: In the case of
denial of an application for a Certificate of Appropriateness for con-
struction, reconstruction or alteration:

{1) The Architectural Board of Review, along with the Director,
Commissioner, members of the Heritage Advisory Board, and
other officials of the Cify as needed, may participate in nego-
tiations with the owner or owners and any other interested
party in an effort to find a means of preserving the historic in-
tegrity of the property. The aforementioned shall investigate
the feasibility of all means of preserving the historic integrity
of the designated property.

In considering an application for a finding of economic hardship, the
Commission may solicit expert testimony or request that the applicant
submit evidence concerning property value, cost estimates, income ex-

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penses, and/or any other information that the Commission deems neces-
sary to determine whether the denial of the application constitutes an
economic hardship. The level of documentation required may vary as is
appropriate to each case.
