Except with permission of
Council specifically given, speakers shall be limited to five minutes. No person who has had the floor
shall again be recognized until all others desiring an opportunity to speak have been given an opportunity
to do so.

The Clerk at the beginning of the meeting will present the AGENDA ITEMS sign-in sheet to the
President of Council. Speakers will be called to address Council by the Chair. A citizen must first write
his or her name, address and agenda item number on the designated sign-in sheet in order to be
recognized.

PUBLIC COMMENT PROTOCOL:

The clerk at the end of the meeting will present the PUBLIC COMMENT sign-in sheet to the President of
Council. Public Comment will be welcomed at the end of a Council Meeting on miscellancous issues or
issues other than agenda items. A citizen must first write his or her name, address and topic on the
designated sign-in sheet in order to be recognized. The forum is not designed to be a question and answer
session.

Finance Committee Report March 25 2010

Dear Members of Council,

The Finance Committee met on March 75M ot 6PM. All members were in attendance, as well as Finance Director
Pae, Assistant Finance Director Schuster, newly retained Bond Counselor, Stephen P. Grassbaugh of the law
firm; Benesch, Friedlander, Coplan, and Aronoff, and Bond Under Writer Jeff Rink of Key Capital Markets.

The Following Items were discussed and recommended for approval:

1. Ordinance 25-10 Renewal of $7,771,000 of General Obligation Notes issued to fund capital investments
in 2007,2008,and 2009. These notes are due to mature April 15,2010. They need to be reauthorized for an
additional one year term of interest only payments.

Discussion included market conditions, Structure of the notes ,necessary supporting documents, duties

- and obligations of the Bond Council and Bond Underwriting firms, and interest rate markets. Based on
the above discusston, the Finance committee recommends substitution of the final draft of 25-10 by Bond
Counsel and passage on third reading,

It is worth noﬁng that our Underwriting firms foels that our fund balance increase trend over the past 3
years, coupled with a fund balance of 5% of the General Fund puts in a preferred market position for
buyers of these notes. Our hard, timely work of rightsizing our budget is paying off.

5 Ordinance 24-10 1% Quarter Transfers and Advances. Thesé accounting adjustments represent roufine
transfers of monies from operating accounts o disbursement accounts to covef pension payments, health -
insurance payments, and House Bill 300 utility capitalization payments. The Finance committee

recommends passage of this routine ordinancef on 3™ reading.

3. Ordinance 8-10 Increases in appropriations. These increases reflect the following changes:

a. $15,000 increase for the RTA Shopper program (actual cost is expected to be approximately
$10,000.) This will come from our General fund balance.
Qui( b $100,000 increase in the sidewalk program from the SCMR fund (5 ceits per gallon) proceeds.
c. $429,858 increase in street reconstruction from the CDBG funds
d. $752,000 increase in capital projects for the Waste Water Treatment Facility from the proceeds of
2006 notes (which we are rolling over on April 15™) and federal stimulus funds.




e. $295,087 increase in Health Insurance costs from the AFSCME premium costs. This is nota cost

increase, rather a shifting of how these costs are accounted for.

The Finance Committee recommends suspension of the rules and passage of 28-10 on second reading

tonight.

FISCAL OFFICER’S CERTIFICATE
To the Council of the City of Lakewood, Ohio:

As fiscal officer of the City of Lakewood, I certify in connection with your proposed issue
of notes in a principal amount of $7,771,000 (the Notes), to be issued in anticipation of the issuance
of bonds (the Bonds) to pay costs of the improvements described in paragraph 2 below (collectively,
the Improvements), that: -

1. The estimated life or period of usefulness of the Improvements is at least five years.

2. The estimated maximum maturity of the Bonds, calculated in accordance with Ohio
Revised Code Section 133.20, is 18 years. That maximum maturity is based upon my calculation of
the average number of years of life or period of usefulness of the Improvements as measured by the
weighted average of the amounts proposed to be expended for the several classes of the
Improvements as follows: $410,000 for playground, recreational and pool facilities, 10 years;
$3,719,000 for resurfacing streets, driveways and parking lots, reconstructing a fuel tank bulkhead,
replacing traffic signals and improving parks, 15 years; $2,739,000 for constructing and
reconstructing streets and sidewalks, 20 years; $214,000 for reconstructing, rénovating and
improving buildings, 25 years; and $689,000 for reforestation programs and lake shore
improvements, 30 years; the weighted average is therefore 18 years. If notes in anticipation of any
class of the Improvements are outstanding later than the last day of December of the fifth year
following the year of issuance of the origl al notes for that class of Improvements, the period in
excess of those five years shall be deducted from the years of life or period of usefulness of that
class of Improvements.

3. The maximum maturity of: $21,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is April
19, 2022, $389,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is April 16, 2023, $1,904,000 of the
principal amount of the Notes is April 19, 2027, $2,007,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is
April 16, 2028, and $3,450,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is April 15, 2029.

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF NOTES IN A
PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $7,771,000, IN ANTICIPATION OF THE ISSUANCE OF BONDS,

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance Nos. 22-09, 23-09, 24-09, 27-09, each passed
March 2, 2009, and Ordinance Nos. 25-09 and 35-09, each passed March 24, 2009, a note dated
April 15, 2009, and maturing on April 15, 2010 (the Outstanding Note), was issued, in
anticipation of the issuance of bonds (the Bonds), to pay costs of: (i) resurfacing City streets,
driveways and parking lots, (if) reconstructing a fuel tank bulkhead, (iii) replacing traffie signals,
(iv) improving parks, (v) constructing and reconstructing streets and sidewalks, (vi)
reconstructing, renovating and improving City buildings, (vil) implementing reforestation
programs, and (viil} improving the Lakewood Park Shoreline (collectivély, the Improvements);
and }

WHEREAS, the Director of Finance, as fiscal officer of the City, has certified that the
estimated life or period of usefulness of the Improvements is at least five years and that the
estimated maximum maturity of the Bonds is 18 years based upon the weighted average of the
amounts allocated to the several ¢lasses of the Improvements set forth in the Fiscal Officer’s
Certificate, which allocation is approved, ratified and confirmed, and the maximum maturity of:
$21,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is April 19, 2022, $389,000 of the principal amount
of the Notes is April 16, 2023, $1,904,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is April 19, 2027,
$2,007,000 of the principal amount of the Notes is April 16, 2028, and $3,450,000 of the
principal amount of the Notes is April 15, 2029; and

WHEREAS, this Council finds and determines that the City should retire the Qutstanding
Note with the proceeds of the Notes described in Section 3 and other funds available to the City and
provide additional money for the Improvements;

BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Lakewood, that:

Section 1. It is necessary to issue bonds of this City in a maximum principal amount of
$7,771,000 (the Bonds) to pay costs of the Improvements.

Section 2. The Bonds shall be dated approximately April 1, 2011, shall bear interest at
the now estimated rate of 5-1/2% per year, payable semiannually until the principal amount is paid,
and are estimated to mature in 18 annual principal installments on December 1 of each year that are
in such amounts that the total principal and interest payments on the Bonds in any year in which
principal is payable are substantially equal. The first principal payment of the Bonds is estimated to
be December 1, 2011.

Section 3. It is necessary to issue and this Council determines that notes in a maximum
principal amount of $7,771,000 (the Notes) shall be issued in anticipation of the issuance of the
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Bonds, to retire, together with other moneys available to the City, the Outstanding Note and to
provide additional money for the Improvements. The Notes shall be dated April 14, 2010 and shall
mature on April 13, 2011, provided, however, that the Director of Finance may, if it is determined
necessary or advisable for the sale of the Notes, establish a maturity date that is up to 15 days less
than one year from the date of the issuance of the Notes by setting forth that maturity date in the
certificate providing certain terms for the Notes in accordance with this Ordinance (the Final
Terms Certificate). The Notes shall be designated as “Various Purpose Improvement Notes,
Series 20107 and shall bear inerest at a rate or rates not to exceed 5% per year (computed on the
“basis of a 360-day year consisting of twelve 30-day months), payable at maturity and until the
principal amount is paid or payment is provided for. The rate of interest on the Notes shall be
determined by the Director of Finance in the Final Terms Certificate.

Section 4. The debt charges on the Notes shall be payable in Jlawful money of the
United States of America or in Federal Reserve funds of the United States of America as determined
by the Director of Finance in the Final Terms Certificate, and shall be payable, without deduction
for services of the City’s paying agent, at the principal corporate trust office of The Huntington
National Bank located in Columbus Ohio (the Paying Agent).

Section 5. The Notes shall be signed by the Mayor and the Director of Finance, in the
name of the City and in their official capacities, provided that one of those signatures may be a
facsimile. The Notes shall be issued in the denominations and numbers as requested by the original
purchaser and approved by the Director of Finance, provided that the Notes shall be issued in
denominations of not less than $100,000. The entire principal amount may be represented by a
single note, may be issued as fully registered securitics, and may be issued in book entry or other
uncertificated form in accordance with Section 9.96 and Chapter 133 of the Revised Code if it is
determined by the Director of Finance that issuance of fully registered securities or in book-entry or
other uncertificated form will facilitate the sale and delivery of the Notes. The Notes shall not have
coupons attached, shall be numbered as determined by the Director of Finance and shall express
upon their faces the purpose, in summary terms, for which they are issued and that they are issued
pursuant to this Ordinance. '

The Notes may be issued to any securities depository (a Depository) that is a clearing
agency under federal law operating and maintaining, with any participants contracting with a
Depository under a book entry system and includes security brokers and dealers, banks and trust
companies, and clearing corporations or otherwise (Participants), a system (a book entry system)
under which () the ownership of beneficial interests in the Notes and the principal of, and
inferest on, the Notes may be transferred only through a book entry, and (b) & single physical
Note certificate is issued by the City and payable only to a Depository or its nominee, with such
Notes “immobilized” in the custody of the Depository or its agent for that purpose. If and as long
as a book entry system is utilized, (a) the Notes may be issued in the form of a single Note made
payable to the Depository or its nominee and immobilized in the custody of the Depository or its
agent for that purpose; (b) the beneficial owners in book entry form shall have no right to receive
the Notes in the form of physical securities or certificates; (c) ownership of beneficial interests in
book entry form shall be shown by book entry on the system maintained and operated by the
Depository and its Participants, and transfers of the ownership of beneficial interests shall be made
only by book entry by the Depository and its Participants; and (d) the Notes as such shall not be
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{ransferable or exchangeable, except for transfer to another Depository or to another nominee of a
Depository, without further action by the City.

If any Depository determines not to continue fo act as a Depository for the Notes for use ina
book entry system, the Director of Finance may attempt fo establish a securities depository/book
entry relationship with another qualified Depository. If the Director of Finance does not or is
unable to do so, the Director of Finance, after making provision for notification of the beneficial
owners by the then Depository and any other arrangements deemed necessary, shall permit
withdrawal of the Notes from the Depository, and shall cause the Notes in bearer or payable form to
be signed by the officers authorized to sign the Notes and delivered to the assigns of the Depository
or its nominee, all at the cost and expense (including any costs of printing), if the event is not the

result of City action or inaction, of those persons requesting such issuance.

The Director of Finance is also hereby authorized and directed, to the extent necessary or
required, to enter into any agreements determined necessary in connection with the book -entry
system for the Notes, after determining that the signing thereof will not endanger the funds or
securities of the City.

Section 6. The Notes shall be sold at not less than par plus accrued interest at private
sale to KeyBanc Capital Markets, Inc. (the Original Purchaser) in accordance with law and the
provisions of this Ordinance. The Director of Finance shall sign the Final Terms Certificate making
certain determinations regarding the terms of the Notes, cause the Notes to be prepared, and have
the Notes signed and delivered, together with a true transcript of proceedings with reference to the
issuance of the Notes if requested by the Original Purchaser, to the Original Purchaser upon
payment of the purchase price. The Mayor, the Director of Finance, the Director of Law, the Clerk
of Council and other City officials, as appropriate, are each authorized and directed to sign any
transcript certificates, financial statements and other documents and instruments and to take such
actions as are necessary or appropriate to consummalte the transactions contemplated by this
Ordinance. The Director of Finance is authorized, if it is determined to be in the best interest of the
City, to combine the Notes with ofe or more other note issues of the City into a consolidated note
isétie pursuant to Section 133.30(B) of the Revised Code.

Section 7. A portion of the proceeds from the sale of the Notes (including any
premium) sufficient, together with other funds of the City, shall be paid into the Bond Retirement
Fund to be used to pay principal of and interest on the Quistanding Note when due. The remaining
proceeds of the Notes shall be deposited into appropriate fund or funds to be used to pay costs of the
Improvements. All interest carned on the proceeds from the sale of the Bonds {and all interest
eamed on such interest) shall be credited to the fund in which the pro¢eeds of the Notes are
deposited, shall be used for the same purposes as the proceeds from the sale of the Notes and shall
not be transferred to the General Fund. All the proceeds from the sale of the Notes and interest
earned on those proceeds (and all interest earned on such interest) are hereby appropriated for the
purposes stated above.

Section 8. The par value to be received from the sale of the Bonds or of any renewal
notes and any excess funds resulting from the issuance of the Notes shall, to the extent necessary, be
used to pay the debt charges on the Notes at mam;itgé and are pledged for that purpose.




Section 9. During the year or years in which the Notes are outstanding, there shall be
levied on all the taxable property in the City, in addition to all other taxes, the same tax that would
have beeri levied if the Bonds had been issued without the prior issuance of the Notes. The tax shall
be within the ten-mill limitation imposed by law, shall be and is ordered computed, certified, levied
and extended upon the tax duplicate and collected by the same officers, in the same manner, and at
the same time that taxes for general purposes for each of those years are certified, levied, extended
and collected, and shall be placed before and in preference to all other items and for the full amount
thereof. The proceeds of the tax levy shall be placed in the Bond Retirement Fund, which is
irrevocably pledged for the payment of the debt charges on the Notes or the Bonds when and as the
same fall due.

Section 10.  The City covenants that it will use, and will restrict the use and investment
of, the procecds of the Notes in such manner and to such extent as may be necessary so that (a)
the Notes will not (i) constitute private activity bonds, arbitrage bonds or hedge bonds under
Sections 141, 148 or 149 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the Code) or (i) be
treated other than as bonds to which Section 103(a) of the Code applies, and (b) the interest on
the Notes will not be ‘treated as an item of tax preference under Section 57 of the Code.

The City further covenants that (a) it will take or cause to be taken such actions that may
be required of it for the interest on the Notes to be and remain excluded from gross income for
federal income tax purposes, (b) it will not take or authorize o be taken any actions that would
adversely affect that exclusion, and (c} it, or persons acting for it, will, among other acts of
compliance, (i) apply the proceeds of the Nofes to the governmental purpose of the borrowing,
(ii) restrict the yield on investment property, (iii) make timely and adequate payments to the
federal government, (iv) maintain books and records and make calculations and reports and (v)
refrain from certain uses of those proceeds, and, as applicable, of property financed with such
proceeds, all in such manner and to the extent necessary 10 assure such exclusion of that interest
under the Code.

The City hereby represents that the Outstanding Note was treated or designated as a
“qualified tax exempt obligation” pursuant to Section 265(b)(3) of the Code. The City hereby
covenants that it will redeem the Outstanding Note from proceeds of, and within 90 days after
issuance of, the Notes, and represents that all other conditions are met for treating the Notes not
in excess of the Outstanding Note as “qualified tax exempt obligations™ and as not to be taken
into account under subparagraph (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, without necessity for
further designation, by reason of subparagraph (D)(ii) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code. Any
amount of the Notes in excess of the amount of the Outstanding Note, determined in accordance
with Section 265(b)(3) of the Code (the Designated Amount), is hercby designated as “qualified
tax-exempt obligations™ for purposes of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code. In that connection, the
City represents and covenants that it, together with all its subordinate entities or entities that
issue obligations on their behalf, or on behalf of which they issue obligations, in or during the
calendar year in which the Notes are issued, (i) have not issued and will not issue, as a “qualified
borrower”, tax-exempt obligations designated as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” for purposes
of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, including the Designated Amount of the Notes, in an aggregate
amount in excess of $30,000,000, and (ii) have ioéissued, do not reasonably anticipate issuing,




and will not issue, tax-exempt obligations (including the Designated Amount of the Notes, but
excluding obligations, other than “qualified 501(¢c)(3) bonds™ as defined in Section 145 of the
Code, that are private activity bonds as defined in Section 141 of the Code and excluding
refunding obligations that are pot “advance refunding obligations” as defined in Section
149(d)(5) of the Code) in an aggregate amount exceeding $30,000,0000, unless the City first
obtains a written opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel that such designation or
issuance, as applicable, will not adversely affect the status of the Notes as “qualified tax-exempt
obligations™.

The City represents and covenants that, during any time or in any manner as might affect
the status of the Notes as “qualified tax exempt obligations”, it has not formed or participated in
the formation of, or benefited from or availed itself of, any entity in order to avoid the purposes
of subparagraph (C) or (D) of Section 265(b)(3) of the Code, and will not form, participate in the
formation of, or benefit from or avail itself of, any such entity. The City further represents that
the Notes are not being issued as part of a direct or indirect composite issue that combines issues
or lots of tax-cxempt obligations of different issuers. -

The Director of Finance or any other officer of the City having responsibility for issuance
of the Notes is hereby authorized (2) to make or effect any election, selection, designation,
choice, consent, approval or waiver on behalf of the City with respect to the Notes as the City is
permitted to or required to make or give under the federal income tax laws, including, without
limitation thereto, any of the elections provided for in Section 148(£)(4)(C) of the Code or
available under Section 148 of the Code, for the purpose of assuring, enhancing or protecting
favorable tax treatment or status of the Notes or interest thereon or assisting compliance with
requirements for that purpose, reducing the burden or expense of such compliance, reducing the
rebate amount or payments or penalties, or making payments of special amounts in lien of
making computations to determine, or paying excess earnings as rebate, or obviating those
amounts or payments, as determined by that officer, which action shall be in writing and signed
by the officer, (b) to take any and all other actions, make or obtain calculations, make payments,
and make or give reports, covenants and certifications of and on behalf of the City, as may be
appropriate to assure the exclusion of interest from gross income and the intended tax status of
the Notes, and (c) to give one or more appropriate certificates of the City, for inclusion in the
transcript of proceedings for the Notes, sefting forth the reasonable expectations of the City
regarding the amount and use of all the proceeds of the Notes, that facts circumstances and
estimates on which they are based, and other facts and circumstances relevant to the tax
treatment of the interest on and the tax status of the Notes.

Section 11.  The City desires to retain Benesch, Friedlander, Coplan & Aronoff LLP as
bond counsel to the City in corinection with the issuance and sale of the Notes in accordance with
the terms and conditions provided in the éngagement letter from that firm now on file with the Clerk
of Council. That engagement letter is approved and the Mayor is authorized to sign and deliver, in
the name of and on behalf of the City, the acceptance of that engagement letter in substantially the
form now on file with the Clerk of Council with such changes therein that are not materially adverse
to the interests of the City and are approved by the Mayor. The signing and delivery of the
engagement letter shall be conclusive evidence that any changes therein are not materially adverse
to the interests of the City and have been approvgd(’gy the Mayor.




_ Section 12.  The Director of Finance is directed to deliver a certified copy of this
Ordinance to the County Auditor.

Section 13.  The Clerk of Council is directed to give public notice of the passage of this
Ordinance in accordance with Section 12 of the Charter of the City.

Section 14.  This Council determines that all acts and conditions necessary to be done or
performed by the City or to have been met precedent to and in the issuing of the Notes in order to
make them legal, valid and binding general obligations of the City have been performed and have
been met, or will at the time of delivery of the Notes have been performed and have been met, in
regular and due form as required by law; that the full faith and credit and general property taxing
power (as described in Section 9) of the City are pledged for the timely payment of the debt charges

on the Notes; and that no statutory or constitutional limitation of indebtedness or taxation will have

been exceeded in the issuance of the Notes.

Section 15.  This Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this Council and
any of its committees concerning and relating to the passage of this Ordinance were taken in an
open meeting of this Council or committees, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its
committees that resulted in those formal actions wete in meetings open to the public, all in
compliance with the law.

‘ Qection 16.  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary
for the immediate preservation of the public peace, property, health, safety and welfare in the
City, and for the further reason that the Notes must be sold promptly in order to retire the
Outstanding Note and preserve the credit of the City; and provided it receives the affirmative
vote of at least five of its members elected to Couneil, this Ordinance shall take effect and be in
force immediately upon its passage by the Council and approval by the Mayor.

Dear Members of Council:

In recent months, we have seen the investigation and prosecution of alleged and actual
misdeeds by public officials, employees of, and contractors for Cuyahoga County and a number
of its localities. These alleged and actual breaches of public trust and waste of taxpayer dollars
are deeply troubling.

~ In light of these problems, I believe it is important that the City of Lakewood lead by
example in setting a high ethical standard for public service among municipalities in Cuyahoga
County. To provide additional protections against impropriety and the appearance of
impropriety, I propose the following:

e First, an ordinance to increase transparency and public access to information
about political campaign donations and expenditures by requiring candidates for
municipal office in the City of Lakewood to electronically file reports on their -
campaign donations and expenditures with the Director of Law, and to require the
Director of Law to make publically available a searchable database of this
information;

e Second, an ordinance to increase protections against improper compensation of
Lakewood public officials in the form of campaign donations by City of
Lakewood employees and family members, and against improper solicitation of




the same by candidates for, or holding, municipal office in the city of Lakewood;
and

e Third, a carpaign finance law to limit the monetary amount that a donor may
contribute to Lakewood municipal candidates in a given election and calendar
year. Given the complexity of designing an ordinance that will both accomplish
these goals in the public interest and withstand court scrutiny, I request that the
Law Departiment research the legal authority by which our municipality may
address these issues. Such research would provide the basis for further Council
deliberation and aid the crafting of an ordinance for our consideration.

I respectflilly request your consideration and a referral of these ordinances to the
appropriate committee.

Section 1. New Section 525.18 within the General Offenses Code,
Sections 501.01 to 565.99 of the Codified Ordinances, is hereby enacted to read
as follows:

525.18 REPORTING REQUIREMENT FOR MUNICIPAL CANDIDATES.

(@) Any candidate for municipal office in the City of Lakewood shall
electronically file reports with the Director of Law on their campaign donations
and expenditures. The reports shall provide the same information and follow the
same reporting schedule as required and defined in O.R.C. 3517.10.

(1) The format of these electronic reports shall be such that it
facilitates the construction of a searchable database comprised of this
information. The exact formatting requirements shall be subject to the discretion
of the Director of Law but shall be generally consistent with the specifications
laid out in O.R.C. 3517.106.

(2) Whoever fails to comply with the provisions of this section is guilty
of a minor misdemeanor for each day he or she is noncompliance, up to a
maximum of 30 days.
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(b)  The Director of Law shall compile a searchable database of this
information and make it publicly available online, or through some other
appropriate means of distribution, within 14 calendar days of receiving it.

Section 2. The effective date of this ordinance shall be the first
calendar day after the first general election held in the City of Lakewood for any
jurisdiction after the adoption of this ordinance.

Section 3. It is found and determined that all formal actions of this
Council concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were adopted in
an open meeting of this Council, and that all such deliberation of the Council and
of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were in meetings
open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements.

WHEREAS, the City of Lakewood should lead by example in setting a high
éthical standard for public service among municipalities in Cuyahoga County;

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, in the

In 2007, the cities of Lakewood and Cleveland worked together to build a conceptual plan to
enhance Clifton Boulevard. The plan was to calm traffic and enhance property values along the
boulevard by improving the landseaping, lighting, pedestrian and transportation amenities along
the boulevard. The plan is best known for its recommendation to install a landscaped median.

Despite challenging economic times, our communities strive to make strategic investments that
improve quality of life and property values. The cities of Lakewood and Cleveland collaborated
with RTA to take the plan to the design phase. In 2009, RTA applied for and received federal
stimulus funds to design the Clifton Boulevard Enhancement Program with the cities of
Lakewood and Cleveland.

Section 1.  That Section 145.04, Membership, within Chapter 145, Keep
Lakewood Beautiful, of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Lakewood currently
reading as follows:

(a) The Keep Lakewood Beautiful Board provided for herein shall be
comprised of at least ten but not more than thirteen members. Eighty percent

Dear Colleagues,

On December 7, 2009, we referenced the passage of State of Ohio House Bill 1 of 2009, which enacted
changes to Ohio law allowing municipalities to create Special Improvement Districts for photovoltaic
solar and solar thermal "special energy improvement projects” in their communities. We expressed our
intent to establish this financing mechanism for Lakewood businesses and residents.

Since that time, we have engaged a number of partners including the First Suburbs Development Council,
the City of Cleveland, and the Cleveland-Cuyahoga County Port Authority to take steps towards building
Ohio’s first Solar Special Improvement District and potentially the first multi-jurisdictional SID of its
kind.

A Solar Special Improvement District (Solar SID) is a financing mechanism that allows property owners
to voluntarily choose to finance energy efficiency projects through their tax bilis. These projects are
expensive. By financing them through a Solar SID, property owners can benefit from energy savings, tax
credits and financing rates that allow for energy efficiency projects to deliver real dollar savings and
energy efficiency on day one.

Through creative partnerships, we have engaged council to build the framework establishing the
framework that establishes the SID and author legislation for our consideration to participate in the
ambitious collaboration, all at no cost to the City of Lakewood. In the coming weeks, the Department of
Planning and Development will present legislation for our consideration, as well as education
opportunities for the public and potential participants to Jjoin the pilot class of the Solar SID.

To leverage all available resources to develop the Solar SID, we ask for your support of the attached

resolution which expresses Council’s support of a joint application to EfficientGovNow for start-up
operational support for the Solar SID.
