WHEREAS the City is in theprocess of redeveloping the Sidewalk Program and

WHREAS it is appropriate to review and update Chapter 903 Sidewalks and Curbs of

the Codified Ordinances ofthe CityofLakewood as part ofthat process and

WHEREAS permit fees have notbeen increased since 1964 and

WHEREAS this Council by a vote of at least five 5 members elected thereto

determines that this ordinance is an emergency measure and that this ordinance shall take effect

at the earliest datepossible as set forth in ARTICLE III SECTONS 10 and 13 ofthe SECOND

AMENDED CHARTER OF THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD and that it is necessary for the
immediate preservation ofthepublic property health and safety and to provide for the usual

daily operationofmunicipal department in that these changes should take effect immediately as

we are already into the construction season Now Therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD STATE OF OHIO

Section L That Chapter 903 Sidewalks and Curbs of the Codified Ordinances ofthe

City ofLakewood currently reading as follows

90301 COMPLIANCE WITH SIDEWALK SPECIFICATIONS
Inorder tohave all sidewalks in the streets and alleys withinthe City constructed and

repaired in a reasonablyuniform manner all such sidewalks hereafter tobe laid and all repairing
hereafter tobe done shall be done inconformity with the requirements ofthis chapter

90302 SIDEWALKCOIvFOItMITYTO STtEETGRADE EXCEPTION

Allsidewalks shall be laid to conform to the established grade ofthe street and shall

scope so as to coincide with the followingdescribed line beginning atthe top ofthe curb at the

established grade and extending thence to the fence line or property line at anincline upward
from such curb at therate ofthreeeightsofan inch for each foot At street intersections where

the grade of streets renders such slope impracticable the sidewalks shall be laid under the

direction and to the acceptance ofthe City Engineer
For the replacement or repair of segments ofsidewalk where the abutting sidewalk does

not have the prescribed incline the sidewalks shall be laid under the direction and to the

acceptance ofthe City Engineer
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90303 SIDEWALK WIDTHS
On all streets and alleys ofnot less thanthirtythree or more than forty feet in width the

sidewalks shall be not less than four feet wide On all streets not less than forty nor more than

sixty feet in width all sidewalks shall be not less than five feet wide

On all streets morethan sixty feet wide and on all main streets or east and west

thoroughfares except Clifton Boulevazd all sidewalks shall be not less than six feet wide

However on any street which is not a main street or an east and west thoroughfaze but is

nevertheless devoted entirely to residences the sidewalks shall be not less than five feetwide

On CliftonBoulevard all sidewalks shall be not less than five feet wide

Where treeswithin the public rightofway render it impossible or impractical for the

sidewalks to be constructed in accordance with the above prescribed sidewalkwidths such

sidewalks shall be constructed under the direction ofand to the acceptance ofthe Director of

Public Works

90304 STONE FLAGGING SPECIFICATIONS
Good sawed stone flagging is deemed acceptable material for sidewallcs but in no case

shall it be less than two and onehalfinches thick No flagging shall be less than two and one

halffeet wide laid lengthwise to the street and any length breadthwise to the street shallbe of

thefull width ofthe walk unless such walk exceeds six feet in width

90305CONCRETE SIDEWALK SPECIFICATIONS
All concrete sidewalks shall be laid under the following specifications
Concrete shallbe continuously deposited between bulkheads toauniform thickness of

four inches to the full depth and width ofthewalk The concrete after being placed shall be

thoroughly compacted and brought to the proper pitch and grade witha template or straight edge
Immediately prior to the finishing ofthe surface thewalk shall be cut into slabs not longer than

six feet onany one side with onehalfinch expansionjoints atintervals notto exceed thirty feet

The finish ofthe walk shall immediately follow the placing and compacting ofthe concrete The

concrete shall have aminunum ofsix sacks ofcement per cubic yard Unless otherwise ordered
the fmish shall be the same as that produced with wood floats After the concretehas been

properly placed and finished as heretofore specific the surface ofthe concrete shall be covered

with waterproofmembrane as soon as the concrete has hardened sufficiently to prevent the

material from excessively marring the surface The concrete shall be protected to insure that the

concrete temperatures will not go below forty degrees Fahrenheit The contractor shall erect

suitable bazricades and take adequateprecautions tokeep ail traffic or other operations off the

newlylaid walks for aperiod ofnot less than fortyeighthours from the completion of

construction No walks willbe accepted where foot marks depressions or other irregularities
exist

903051 PRECAST CONCRETE SIDEWALKSPECIFICATIONS

Allprecast concrete sidewalks shall be laid under the following specifications
a Precast concrete unit pavers shall be at least twoand threeeighths inches thick

have aminimum compressive strengthofeightthousandpsiand awater absorption rate offive

percent5 or less top edges ofthe pavers shall be chamfered All pavers shall be

manufactured with cement conforming to ASTMC150 and aggregates conforming to ASTM

C33
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b All precast concrete pavers shall be laid onasixinchthick compactedsubbase
and aone and onehalfto two and onehalfinch thick leveling base The compacted base shall be
in accordance with manufacturersspecifications or shall be graded crushed limestone crushed
stone or crushed gravelconsisting ofparticles zero to threequarter inches in size This material
shall be one hundred percent 100 crushed with fine or dense graded aggregate Leveling base
material shall be in accordance with manufacturersspecifications or shall be coarse graded
concrete sand conforming to ASTM C33 for fine aggregates mason sand shall not be used The

leveling base shall be uncompacted and screeded

c Pavers shall be vibrated into the leveling base with a plate type soil compactor in
three or more passes until uniformly level The firstpass shall be made with the paverjoints
open the remaining passes shall be accompanied by simultaneous brushing of concrete sand into
the joints

90306 DRIVEWAYS
On driveways the specifications forconcrete sidewalks shall be adhered to except that in

all concrete driveways there must be at least six inches in thickness ofconcrete In addition all

driveways must be constructed to the satisfaction ofthe City Engineer who is hereby given
discretion where emergencies require

90307 NONCONFORMING SIDEWALKS
With respect tosidewalks heretofore laid within the Citynot in conformity with the

requirements ofthis chapter there is reserved to the City such rights as are granted to the City by
the statutes ofthe State to require such walks to be relaid or repaired in conformity with the

provisions ofthis chapter

90308 CUTTING OR LOWERING CURBS FEES

Excepting the State of Ohio Cuyahoga County or acontractor pursuant to agreement
with the Cityno person shall cut or lower curbs within the City other than theDivision of
Streets Sewers and Sidewalks Upon application therefor together with a deposit to cover the
estimated cost and determination by the Superintendent ofsuch Division that suchcutting or

lowering ofcurbs as applied for will not interfere with theproper use ofthe street the Division
ofStreets Sewers and Sidewalks shall cut or lower curbs and charge therefor as follows

a For cutting a curb the charge shall be two dollars200 per lineal foot with a

minirnum charge offive dollazs500 under each application
b For lowering a curb the charges shall be the actual cost to the City and the

minimum deposit required shall be three dollars300 per lineal foot under each application
Costs shall be computed at the rate ofwages and truck hire as fixedby ordinances atthe time the

workis done

Deposits made in excess ofactual cost as hereinbeforeprovided shall be refunded by the

City to the depositor thereof upon completion and determination of the cost ofthe work

90309SIDEWALK OR CURB BESTRUCTION OPENIITGPERMIT
AND DEPOSIT
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a For the purpose ofthis section sidewalk means that portion ofa street between

the curb lines or the lateral lines ofa roadway and the adjacent property lines intended for the
use ofpedestrians

b No person shall break deface damage ordestroy any sidewalks or curbing in or

along the streets orpublic places ofthe City

c Before any person other than a citycontractor officeror employee shallmake

any opening or remove any sidewalk or curb in or along any ofthe streets alleys avenues or

public grounds in the City such person shall file with the DirectorofPublic Works awritten or

printed application for apermit setting forth and indicating thereon the location and extent ofthe

opening in the sidewalk or curb desired to be opened upor removed and the purpose and size of

the opening tobe made Before any permit is granted the applicant shall payto the City a

deposit offifty dollars 5000 after which payment the Director of Public Works may issue a

permit and the applicant may proceed to do the work The foregoing shall not apply to sidewalks

taken up to lay connections by persons duly authorized and required to make house connections
and torelay and replace pavements under their contract

Whenany opening has been made as herein provided the same shall be carefully refilled
and when the sidewalk is restored to its proper condition the person procuring the permit shall

so certify to the Director ofPublic Works and upon the report ofthe Public Works Inspector the

Director ofPublic Works shall refund to himthe amount ofhis deposit less tendollars 1000
thereof tobe retained as the costof inspection In the event the Chief Inspector reports that the

work done is not in conformity with the original condition then the City shall have the work

done atthe applicantsexpense

90310 DUTY TO REPAIRAND MAINTAIN SIDEWALKS
a As used in this section sidewalk means that portion of the street between the

curb lines or the lateral lines which is designated for useby pedestrians

b The property owner whose property abuts anyCity sidewalk shall be primarily
responsible for the repair and maintenance ofsuch sidewalk

1 Any hole or defect that is capable of causing injury inconvenience
annoyance or damage tosidewalk users shall be repaired by the abutting property owner within a

reasonableperiod oftime from the time atwhich the property owner should haveknown ofthe

necessity of suchrepair through the exercise ofdue diligence or within such time as may be
determined as reasonable by the Director ofPublic Works at the time the repair workis

determined to be necessary

2 Thefailure of aproperty owner to reasonably repair such defect in

accordance with the applicable time frame shall be considered a negligent act as amatter oflaw
and the property owner shall be Liable for any injury resulting from such defect

c The Director ofPublic Works upon determining that the condition ofany
sidewallc or curb constitutes apublic hazard may order an abutting property owner to repair any

sidewalk which the City fords tobe anuisance or in an unsafe condition

1 TheDirector ofPublic Works shall serve a written notice ofhis or her

determination in the manner provided by law for service in a civil action setting forth a duplicate
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ofthe sidewalk survey indicating which sidewalks are tobe repaired the cost per square foot of

those repairs and a time frame in which such work is to be completed
2 If a property owner fails torepair a sidewalk as required by such order the

Director ofPublic Works may perform the work determined necessary and assess the cost of

such workto the abutting land owner

3 The Director ofPublic Works shall have the authority to inspect any

sidewalk and issue a citation and order to repair toany property ownerwhose property abuts a

sidewalk that is in anunreasonable state of disrepair or is determined to be apublic hazard

A The order to repair and citation shall be in writing upon a form

approved by theDirector ofPublic Works setting forth the specific conditions determined to be a

public hazard or unreasonable state ofdisrepair and shall contain a date for compliance not less

than thirty days from the date ofthe issuance ofthe order and citation unless a longer period is

determined tobe appropriate by the Director ofPublic Works
B Ifthe repair work ordered in compliance with the order to repair

and citation is not completedwithin the time specified the Director ofPublicWorks may assess

in addition to the charges for repair a civil fine ofone hundred dollars 10000 uponthe

propertyowner so cited
C If the fine set forth above is notpaid in full within thirty days from

the issuance ofwritten notice ofsuch fine to thepropertyowner or in the event any charges due

for repair are not paid in a timely manner by the propertyowner either directly or by assessment

uponproperty taxes in accordance with these Codified Ordinances and general laws ofthe State

of Ohio the Director ofLawmay take such action as is determined appropriate to collectsuch

fine or costs of repair

90301 COMPLIANCE WITH SIDEWALK SPECIFICATIONS
Inorder tohave ail sidewalks in the streets and alleys within the City constructed and

repaired in a reasonably uniform manner all such sidewalks hereafter to be laid and all repairing
hereafter tobe done shall bedone in conformitywith the requirements ofthis chapter

90302 SIDEWALK CONFORMITY TO STREET GRADE EXCEPTION
All sidewalks shall be laid to conform to the established grade ofthe street and shall slope

so as to coincide with the following described line beginning at the top ofthe curb at the

established grade and extending thence to the fence line orproperty line at an incline upward
from such curb at the rate ofthreeeights of an inchfor each foot At street intersections where

the grade ofstreets renders such slope impracticable the sidewalks shall be laid under the

direction and to the acceptance ofthe City Engineer or designee
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
