Section 121.08 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Lakewood establishes rules for the public to follow
when speaking before Council:

ADDRESSING COUNCIL — The President may recognize any non-member for addressing Council on
any question then pending. In such cases, the person recognized shall address the chair, state his or her
name and address and the subject matter he or she desires to discuss. Speakers must be courteous in their
language and avoid personalities. When addressed by the Chair, the speaker must yield the floor and
comply with all rulings of the chair, said rulings not being open to debate. Except with permission of
Council specifically given, speakers shall be limited to five minutes. No person who has had the floor
shall again be recognized until all others desiring an opportunity to speak have been given an opportunity
to do so.

AGENDA ITEMS PROTOCOL:

The Clerk at the beginning of the meeting will present the AGENDA ITEMS sign-in sheet to the
President of Council. Speakers will be calted to address Council by the Chair. A citizen must first write
his or her name, address and agenda item number on the designated sign-in sheet in order to be
recognized.

PUBLIC COMMENT PROTOCOL.

The clerk at the end of the meeting will present the PUBLIC COMMENT sign-in sheet to the President of
Council. Public Comment will be welcomed at the end of a Council Meeting on miscellaneous issues or
issues other than agenda items. A citizen must first write his or her name, address and topic on the
designated sign-in sheet in order to be recognized. The forum is not designed to be a question and answer
session.

ORDINANCE NOC. BY:

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the execution and delivery of a Petition and
Approval of the Petition, Articles of Incorporation, and Initial Plan of the City of
Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council Advanced Energy Special
Improvement District.

WHEREAS, Ohio faw was amended by Ohio House Bill 1 of the 128th General
Assembly, effective October 15, 2009, to authorize the creation of Special Improvement
Districts (District) under Chapter 1710 of the Ohio Revised Code to allow property
owners to assess themselves to pay costs of developing and implementing plans for
public improvements and public services that benefit the District, including as provided
for in Ohio House Bill 1, special energy improvement projects which are defined in Ohio
House Bill 1 to mean “any property, device, structure or equipment necessary for the
acquisition, installation, equipping and improvement of any real or personal property
used for the purpose of creating a solar photo voltaic project or a solar thermal energy
project, whether such real or personal property is publicly or privately owned.”; and

WHEREAS, specifically, Chapter 1710 of the Ohio Revised Code provides that a
District may be created by petition of the owners of real property within the proposed
District. No District may include any property of federal or state government or a
county, township or municipal corporation, unless the county, township or municipal
corporation specifically requests in writing that the property be included in the District.
Ohio House Bill 1 further provides that any District created may contain non-contiguous
parcels of real property if all parcels of real property included in the District contain at
least one special energy improvement project and 100% of the owners of the parcels of
real property in the District sign a petition requesting inclusion in the District. District
boundaries can include parcels of real property located in multiple municipal
corporations or townships, so long as each of the municipal corporations or townships is
contiguous to one another; and

WHEREAS, adoption of this legislation represents the first legislative step in the
process of creating the City of Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council Advanced
Energy Special Improvement District (hereinafter referred to as the “Advanced Energy
District”), which will likely be the first Ohio House Bill 1 special improvement district
created under the amendments to Chapter 1710 of the Revised Code and which may be
the first or one of the first multi-jurisdictional urban-first ring suburban property assessed
clean energy (PACE) programs in the United States; and

WHEREAS, the Mayors and the economic development directors of the City of
Cleveland and member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council
are requesting City Council to approve the creation of the Advanced Energy District and a

pilot program to be marketed fo commercial and industrial property owners within the City
of Lakewood and each of the participating municipal corporations in the Advanced Energy
District that will (i) provide commercial and industrial property owners who desire to
generate electricity on their properties the ability to pursue long term special assessment
financing, (ii) use Ohio House Bill 1 authority to permit these property owners to
participate in various federal and state grant and tax incentives that will lower the
property owner’s electric utility bills; (iii) lower the carbon footprint of the region; and (iv)
create economies of scale through joining with other participating municipal corporations
to achieve results listed in items (i) through (jii); and

WHEREAS, in order to create a common Plan for the development of special energy
improvement projects in the Advanced Energy District and achieve certain economies of
scale needed to lower special energy improvement project financing costs, the Mayors and
economic development directors of each of the City of Cleveland and the participating
contiguous member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council
are requesting that each municipal corporation wishing to participate in the Advanced
Energy District join the Advanced Energy District as initial members. To do this each City
Council is being requested to approve the development of a demonstration special energy
improvement project that will be located on land owned by the participating municipal
corporation and then approve the execution and delivery of a Petition that requests in
writing that the municipally owned real property where the special energy improvement
project will be developed be indluded in the Advanced Energy District. By each
participating municipal corporation becoming the initial members of the District and
approving the same Plan, special energy improvement projects developed by commercial-
industrial property owners in each City participating in the Advanced Energy District will be
able to join the Advanced Energy District to develop their special energy improvement
projects according one Advanced Energy District plan approved by each participating
municipal corporation. The City Councils of each of the City of Cleveland and the
participating member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council
will be considering a similar resolution. The costs of developing and financing special
energy improvement projects and providing services to and operating the Advanced
Energy District are anticipated to be assessed to the commercial-industrial property
owners developing special energy improvement projects in the District and will not be
financed with general obligation bonds of the City of Lakewood; and

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code (881710 et seq) requires that each legislative
body desiring to create the Advanced Energy District act on a petition within 60 days of
the submission of such petition. This resolution therefore authorizes the execution and
delivery of a Petition by the City to develop a demonstration special energy
improvement project and further requests in writing for municipal real property where
the demonstration special energy improvement project will be developed be included in
the Advanced Energy District. This resolution also requests approval by the City of the
Petition, the Articles of Incorporation and the Plan which approvals will permit special

energy improvement projects developed ini the Advanced Energy District to be
“



developed according to one single plan that has been approved by each participating
municipal corporation. The Petition submitted to City Council for approval will be
submitted for approval by each participating municipal corporation in the Advanced
Energy District. NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIC:

SECTION 1. The City of Lakewood hereby approves the execution and delivery
of a Petition, a copy of which is on file with the Clerk of Council. The Petition has been
or will be executed and delivered by the City, the City of Cleveland, Ohio and those
member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council that will be
participating municipal corporations in the Advanced Energy District and include or will
include a listing of parcels of real property owned by each participating municipal
corporation in the Advanced Energy District as identified by permanent parcel number.
The short name of the special improvement district created pursuant to the Pefition and
this resolution will be the “City of Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council
Advanced Energy Special Improvement District” and the name of the special
improvement district for purposes of filing the Articles of Incorporation of the special
improvement district with the Ohio Secretary of State will be as provided for in Section
2 hereof. The Petition represents the request in writing of the City of Lakewood for
inclusion into the Advanced Energy District of certain real property owned by the City as
well as the request in writing of each participating municipal corporation in the
Advanced Energy District for inclusion of real property owned by that participating
municipal corporation into the Advanced Energy District. A demonstration special
energy improvement project will be developed by the City and each patticipating
municipal corporation on the parcels of real property included in the Advanced Energy
District. The City will pay costs of developing the demonstration special energy
improvement project on real property owned by the City in the amount of $1,000 using
City funds donated to the City or appropriated for such purpose by the City. The Mayor
is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Petition on behalf of the City in
substantially the form on file with the Clerk of Council, together with such revisions and
additions as are approved by the Director of Law as being consistent with the objectives
and requirements of this resolution including the addition of the names and related
information of those member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium
Development Council that have or wili execute, deliver and approve the Petition and
Plan of the Advanced Energy District as participating municipal corporations, all of
which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution and delivery of the Petition by
said officers.

SECTION 2. The City of Lakewood hereby approves the Petition submitted to the
City as provided for in Section 1 hereof and further approves the Articles of
Incorporation of the City of Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council Advanced
Energy Special Improvement District in substantially the form attached hereto as
“Exhibit A” and included with said Petition, togftger with such revisions and additions to



the Articles of Incorporation as are approved by the Director of Law as being consistent
with the objectives and requirements of this resolution, including such revisions to the
Articles of Incorporation to reflect the participating municipal corporations in the
Advanced Energy District, which approval by the Director of Law shall be conclusively
evidenced by a certificate executed by the Director of Law approving the Articles of
Incorporation as being in accordance with this resolution. The Clerk of Councll is hereby
authorized to file or cause to be filed a copy of the Articles of Incorporation, the
approval of the Director of Law and a copy of this resolution with the Ohio Secretary of
State.

SECTION 3. This Council hereby appoints the person who is the duly appointed
Director of Planning and Development of the City of Lakewood to the board of directors
of the City of Cleveland-Advanced Energy Special Improvement District.

SECTION 4. The City of Lakewood hereby approves the Plan for City of
Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council Advanced Energy Special Improvement
District submitted to Lakewood City Council with this legislation on June 7, 2010, and
included with said Petition (“Initial Plan”) and finds that the public services and pubiic
improvements of said Initial Plan will benefit the Advanced Energy District and the
environment.

SECTION 5. It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were adopted in an open meeting
of this Council, and that all such deliberation of the Council and of any of its committees
that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public in compliance with
all legal requirements.

Authorizing the execution and delivery of a Petition and Approval of the
Petition, Articles of Incorporation, and Initial Plan of the City of Cleveland-
First Suburbs Development Council Advanced Energy Special Improvement
District and declaring an emergency.

SUMMARY & BACKGROUND:

Ohio law was amended by Ohio House Bill 1 of the 128th General Assembly, effective
October 15, 2009, to authorize the creation of Special Improvement Districts (District) under
Chapter 1710 of the Ohio Revised Code to allow property owners o assess themselves to pay
costs of developing and implementing plans for public improvements and public services that
benefit the District, including as provided for in Ohio House Bill 1, special energy improvement
projects which are defined in Ohio House Bill 1 to mean “any property, device, structure or
equipment necessary for the acquisition, installation, equipping and improvement of any real or
personal property used for the purpose of creating a solar photo voltaic project or a solar thermal

.

energy project, whether such real or personal property is publicly or privately owned.”

Specifically, Chapter 1710 of the Ohio Revised Code provides that a District may be
created by petition of the owners of real property within the proposed District. No District may
include any property of federal or state government or a county, township or municipal
corporation, unless the county, township or municipal corporation specifically requests in writing
that the property be included in the District. Ohio House Bill 1 further provides that any District
created may contain non-contiguous parcels of real property if all parcels of real property
included in the District contain af least one special energy improvement project and 100% of the
owners of the parcels of real property in the District sign a petition requesting inclusion in the
District. District boundaries can include parcels of real property located in multiple municipal
corporations or townships, so long as each of the municipal corporations or townships is
contiguous to one another.

Adoption of this legislation represents the first legislative step in the process of creating
the City of Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council Advanced Energy Special
Improvement District (hereinafter referred to as the “Advanced Energy District”™), which will likely
be the first Ohio House Bill 1 special improvement district created under the amendments to
Chapter 1710 of the Revised Code and which may be the first or one of the first multi-jurisdictional
urban-first ring suburban property assessed clean energy (PACE) programs in the United States.

The Mayors and the economic development directors of the City of Cleveland and member
communities of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council are requesting City Council to
approve the creation of the Advanced Energy District and a pilot program to be marketed to
commercial and industrial property owners within the City of Lakewood and each of the
participating municipal corporations in the Advanced Energy District that will (i) provide
commercial and industrial property owners who desire to generate electricity on their properties the
ability to pursue long term special assessment financing, (ii) use Ohio House Bill 1 authority to

15



permit these property owners to participate in various federal and state grant and tax incentives that
will lower the property owner’s electric utility bills; (ii1) lower the carbon footprint of the region;
and (iv) create economies of scale through joining with other patticipating municipal corporations to
achieve results listed in items (i) through (iii).

In order to create a common Plan for the development of special energy improvement
projects in the Advanced Energy District and achieve certain economies of scale needed to lower
special energy improvement project financing costs, the Mayors and economic development
directors of each of the City of Cleveland and the participating contiguous member communities of
the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council are requesting that each municipal corporation
wishing to participate in the Advanced Energy District join the Advanced Energy District as initial
members. To do this each City Council is being requested to approve the development of a
demonstration special energy improvement project that will be located on land owned by the
participating municipal corporation and then approve the execution and delivery of a Petition that
requests in writing that the municipally owned real property where the special energy improvement
project will be developed be included in the Advanced Energy District. By each participating
municipal corporation becoming the initial members of the District and approving the same Plan,
special energy improvement projects developed by commercial-industrial property owners in each
City participafing in the Advanced Energy District will be able to join the Advanced Energy District
to develop their special energy improvement projects according one Advanced Energy District plan
approved by each participating municipal corporation. The City Councils of each of the City of
Cleveland and the participating member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium
Development Council will be considering a similar resolution. The costs of developing and
financing special energy improvement projects and providing services to and operating the
Advanced Energy District are anticipated to be assessed to the commercial-industrial property
owners developing special energy improvement projects in the District and will not be financed
with general obligation bonds of the City of Lakewood.

Ohio Revised Code (§§1710 et seq) requires that cach Jegislative body desiring to create
the Advanced Energy District act on a petition within 60 days of the submission of such petition.
This resolution therefore authorizes the execution and delivery of a Petition by the City to
develop a demonstration special energy improvement project and further requests in writing for
municipal real property where the demonstration special energy improvement project will be
developed be included in the Advanced Energy District. This resolution also requests approval
by the City of the Petition, the Articles of Incorporation and the Plan, which approvals will
permit special energy improvement projects developed in the Advanced Energy District to be
developed according to one single plan that has been approved by each participating municipal
corporation. The Petition submitted to City Council for approval will be submitted for approval
by each participating municipal corporation in the Advanced Energy Disirict.

NOW, THEREFORE,
Be it resolved by the Council of the City of Lakewood:

SECTION 1. The City of Lakewood hereby approves the execution and delivery of a
Petition, a copy of which is on file with the Clerk of Council. The Petition has been or will be
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executed and delivered by the City, the City of Cleveland, Ohio and those member communities
of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council that will be participating municipal
corporations in the Advanced Energy District and include or will include a listing of parcels of
real property owned by each participating municipal corporation in the Advanced Energy District
as identified by permanent parcel number. The short name of the special improvement district
created pursuant to the Petition and this resolution will be the “City of Cleveland-First Suburbs
Development Council Advanced Energy Special Improvement District” and the name of the
special improvement district for purposes of filing the Articles of Incorporation of the special
improvement district with the Ohio Secretary of State will be as provided for in Section 2 hereof.
The Petition represents the request in writing of the City of Lakewood for inclusion into the
Advanced Energy District of certain real property owned by the City as well as the request m
writing of cach participating municipal corporation in the Advanced Energy District for inclusion
of real property owned by that participating municipal corporation into the Advanced Energy
District. A demonstration special energy improvement project will be developed by the City and
each participating municipal corporation on the parcels of real property included in the
Advanced Energy District. The City will pay costs of developing the demonstration special
energy improvement project on real property owned by the City in the amount of § using
City funds donated to the City or appropriated for such purpose by the City. The Mayor is hereby
authorized to execute and deliver the Petition on behalf of the City in substantially the form on
file with the Clerk of Council, together with such revisions and additions as are approved by the
Director of Law as being consistent with the objectives and requirements of this resolution
including the addition of the names and related information of those member communities of the
First Suburbs Consortium Development Council that have or will execute, deliver and approve
the Petition and Plan of the Advanced Energy District as participating municipal corporations, all
of which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution and delivery of the Petition by said
officers.

SECTION 2. The City of Lakewood hereby approves the Petition submitted to the City
as provided for in Section 1 hereof and further approves the Articles of Incorporation of the City
of Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council Advanced Energy Special Improvement
District in substantially the form now on file with the Clerk of Council and included with said
Petition, together with such revisions and additions to the Articles of Incorporation as are
approved by the Director of Law as being consistent with the objectives and requirements of this
resolution, including such revisions to the Articles of Incorporation to reflect the participating
municipal corporations in the Advanced Energy District, which approval by the Director of Law
shall be conclusively evidenced by a certificate executed by the Director of Law approving the
Articles of Incorporation as being in accordance with this resolution. The Clerk of Council is
hereby authorized to file or cause to be filed a copy of the Articles of Incorporation, the approval
of the Director of Law and a copy of this resolution with the Ohio Secretary of State.

SECTION 3. This Council hereby appoints the person who is the duly appointed
economic development director of the City of Lakewood to the board of directors of the City of
Cleveland-Advanced Energy Special Improvement District.

SECTION 4. The City of Lakewood hereby approves the Plan for City of Cleveland-
First Suburbs Development Council Advanced Eie;(gy Special Improvement District submitted



to Lakewood City Council on , 2010 included with said Petition (“Initial Plan”) and
finds that the public services and public improvements of said Initial Plan will benefit the
Advanced Energy District and the environment.

SECTION 5. That this Resolution hereby is declared to be an emergency measure and shall
be in force and effect from and after its adoption. The reason for the emergency lies in the fact that
same is necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety and property,
and for the further reason that this Resolution must be immediately effective in order to improve
commercial and industrial properties within the City in order reduce electric utility costs of property
owners in the City, reduce the carbon footprint of properties within the City and promote the City as
4 sustainable business, cultural, residential, and recreational community.

source of financing for tee Commercial-Industrial Program. Special Assessment Revenue Bonds will be issued
on behalf of Advanced Energy District and proceeds from the sale of the special assessment revenue bonds will
be used 10 finance Awthorized Improvements that benefit properties within the District. et service on the
special assessment revenne bonds and the costs of administering the Commersial-Industrial Program will be
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Energy District that your project satisfies requirements of the Advanced Energy District Documents and
that the territory of the Advanced Energy District should be jncreased to pemmit the addition of the
territory which will be assessed to pay costs of your Authorized Improvements. Upon receipt of
approval of the Boerd of Directors of the Advanced Energy District, you will then execute and file an
application or Petition with Mayor and City Couneil of the participating pelitical subdivision where the
additional territory to the Advanced Energy District is proposed © be added. Advanced Enexgy District
financial advisors, consultants or developers will have provided to you by that Gme the then eurrently
aniticipated inierest rates on special assessment TEVenUE bonds or other cbligations 16 be issued on behaif
of the Advanced Energy District to pay costs of your Authorized Improvements as well 2s the estimated
special assessments to be paid by you for the fmancing of your Authorized Improvements and
participation in the Commercial-Industrial Program.

Fifth; ‘With your executing and filing a Petition with the Mayor and City Council of the participating
political subdivision whete your Project will be located, you as the property owner have agreed W the
Ievy and coliection of special assessments against your real property to be added to the Advanced
Energy District in accordance with the Pefition and the Advanced Energy District Documents. Special
Assessments will be levied and collected in any year however only it accordance with the Petition and
only upen the sale of special assessmsnt revere bonds, the proceeds of which will be used 1o pay the
costs of the Authorized Improvements, The timing for thé sale of special assessment xevenue bonds to
pay costs of Authorized Improvements under the Commercial-Indusirial Program will depend on the
umber of and size of Authorized Improvements and market condiions.

Tmprovements financed by special assessments in the Commercial-ndustrial Program. The Advanced Energy
Distriet may share information with any agents or other third parties es necessary to administer the Commercial-
Industrial Program, See “Disclosure of Property Owaer Information™ below.

Renewable Energy Credits

The Board of the Advanced Energy District may adopt rules goveming renewable energy credits associated
with Authorized Improvements financed with the proceeds of special assessment revenue bonds.

Statutory Reguirements

The Advanced Energy District and s
Commercial-Tndustrial Program is a financing program only Neither the Advanced Energy District nor
any of the Advanced Energy District’s participating political subdivisions are responsible for the system
or its performance,

Ouslified Installers. The Authorized Improvements must be installed by installers that are registered
with the GStare of Omio. A list of State of Ohio registered  installers s located at:

If you choase
t0 work with an installer that is not registered with the State of Ohio, you are not eligible for partcipation in the
Commercial-Industrisl Program.

By requiring that your installer be registered with the State of Ohie, the Advanced Energy District
is not recommending a parfieuiar instalier or warranting the reliability of any such instalier. The
Advanced Epergy District’s Commercial-Indusirial Program is a financing program only. Neither fe
Advanced Energy District nor the participating political subdivisions will participate in the resolution of
any dispute befween you and your installer

Maxdmum_Funding, The Advanced Energy Distriet will only approve epplications for funding in
aceordande with the Advanced Energy District Docugents. As a general matter, the Commercial Industrial
Program will only finance Awthorized Improvements that do not exceed 10% of the appraised value of the
property to be assessed. The Advanced Energy Tiistrict zad fhe Commerciat-Indnstrial Program wiil not
provide fipancing for any costs in excess of this amount. The Advanesd Energy District encourages you fo
do your research and receive bids from multipie solar installers before signing a contract. The Advanced
Fnergy District is not responsible for determining the appropriate equipment, price or installer for your

property

V. Compliance with Existing Mortgages



The filing of the Petition and the adoption by the participating political subdivision of an ordinance to procesd
under Ghio Revised Code Section 727.25 will establish a lien on your property as security for your obligation to
pay special assessments in accordance with the Petitiop and the Advanced Energy District Documents, The lien
securing the obligation to pay special assessments il be senior 1o all private Liens, including your purchase
mortgege(s).

Vou acknowledge that the Advanced Energy District has besr created with the approval of the participating
political subdivisions solely for the purpose of assisting the owners of property within participating political
cubdivisions with the financing of Authorized Improvements, and that the Advanced Energy District and any
perticipating political subdivision shall have no responsibility of eny kind for, and shall have no Bability atising
out of, the installation, operation, financing, refinancing or maintenance of the Authorized Improvements. You
agree that you and yOur SUcCEsSOTS in interest to fee simple fitle in the subjéct property shall be solely
responsible for the installation, operation, financing, refinancing and maintenance of the Authorized
Improvements. Participation in the program does not in any way obligate the Advanced Energy District or any
participating political subdivision to protecting solar access with fespect to any proposed develepments that
may shade the system. You hereby acknowledge that the subject property will be mesponsible for payment of
special assessments regardless of whether the Authorized Improvements are properly installed or operafc as

expocted.

Dear Members of Council:

This Council and the Administration are well aware that the population of Lakewood has been in decline for
decades. In the 1980 census, our City had over 70,000 residents, but we are now in danger of falling below
the 50,000 leve! in the current census. For reasons we have discussed in the past, we are flirting with disaster
if our population continues to decline. We must take action to slow the outflow of residents from Lakewood
and speed up the inflow of new residents into Lakewood.

One way in which can take such action is to create incentives for current and future employees of the City to
actually live in the City. In 2005, I had the pleasure of serving on the Grow Lakewood Task Force, which
included current Members of City Council Michael Summers and Nickie Antonio, and current Board of
Education Member Edward Favre, among others. Mr Summers, Mr. Favre and I helped present the findings
of the Housing portion of Grow Lakewood, recommending several initiatives to attract and retain residents.
Mir. Favre, who is also a highly valued member of the City’s Police Department, has been a leader in pursuing
incentives for employees of the Lakewood City School District to reside in the City where they work.

The second largest employer in Lakewood is the Schiool District and the third largest employer is the City
itself. When combined, it is clear that the Jargest employer in Lakewood is actually the Lakewood taxpayer.
Our tax-supported employees tend to earn more than the median income in Lakewood and they tend to be
stable Jaw-abiding homeowners. In short, they are exactly the sort of people we want to live in our City. But
only 30% of School District employees and 32% of City employees reside here. It is time for us to creafe
additional incentives for our own employees to choose Lakewood for their homes.

To leverage our economic resources, we should combine forces with the School District, and perhaps the
I akewood Library, for the creation of financial and other incentives to encourage home ownership in

Lakewood by Lakewood employees. Please refer this matter to the Committee of the Whole so that we can
further discuss the matier and perhaps assign Members to explore joint efforts with the School Board.

Re:  Increasing on-site storm water management in Lakewood
Dear Members of Council:

During deliberation upon recent changes to our water and sewer fees and on U S. EPA mandates to get
our City sewer district into compliance with the Clean Water Act, Council began discussion of a storm
water fee structure that would provide property owners incentives for on-site storm water management
strategies such as installing rain barrels, disconnecting downspouts, creating rain gardens, and using
porous concrete, to name a few. Such practices not only help to keep Lake Erie water clean from raw
sewage overflows, but could potentially lower the cost to our City sewer district for “hard engincering”
solutions such as digging enormous tunnels to hold excess storm water during sudden downbursts. If we
Lakewood property owners in larger numbers begin. to manage storm water at the source (i.e. on their
properties), this could reduce the number and size of very expensive overflow interceptors we may be
mandated to build for Clean Water Act compliance.

To resume those discussions, I am proposing, on the recommendation of the Manager of our Division of
Enginecring and Construction, the attached ordinance change to allow property owners to disconnect
downspouts without secking a waiver from our City Engineer, as currently required (LCO 1306.29(c)).
That requirement is inefficient, reflects out-of-date thinking, and gets in the way of current best-practices
which recommend disconnected downspouts. Indeed, the City in many neighborboods has itself
disconnected downspouts to alleviate basement flooding.

As an additiona} step, the Planning Commission should consider whether to create standards for
installation of rain barrels and other on-site storm water storage structures It may be advisable to update
our Building Code to define landscaping, property setbacks, and other requirements when we contemplate
the possibility inicenting not just dozens, but bundreds or thousands of Lakewood property owners o
install these structures.

C‘L‘ﬁ
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These two steps—streamlining procedures for disconnecting downspouts and considering building code
standards for storm water storage structures—represent a possible beginning to our efforts to increase on-
site storm water management, but they do not alone constitute a comprehensive strategy. To consider the
larger picture and, most importantly, providing incentives through our storm water fee structure, I request
that we schedule a Committee of the Whole meeting this summer. For that meeting, we might do well to
build on the solid analysis done and the precedent set by the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District,
which is taking or considering all of these steps, and will likely set a new standard for best practices in
on-site storm water management Continuing our work on these issues this year would allow us ample
time to plan ahead, conduct the public education and pilot projects necessary to assess the viability of
broader use of on-site storm water management by Lakewood property owners, and to collect the data
necessary quantify any reduction in cost to our storm water management engineering plan.

T respectfully request your consideration of this legislation and a referral to the appropriate committee. In
addition, I request a referral of this commumnication to the Planning Commission as an indicator of

Council’s desire to receive their recommendation on this topic.

Dear Members of Council:

Lakewood is a flat, densely-populated city originally developed around streetcar lines, so 15
naturally laid out to be bicycle- and pedestrian-friendly. Yet our potential for broader bicycling and
walking is far from fully realized. With planning and some investment, we can build on Lakewood’s
natural strengths and put our community among the premier cycling and walking cities in our state.

Earlier this year, the Public Works Committee met to discuss ways our City might improve
facilities, routes, and safety for cyclists, beginning with affordable-yet-meaningful steps such as expanded
bike parking. We heard from experts in cycling from within and beyond or community’s borders. We
identified some areas of agreement (such as installing centrally-located bike parking to serve our
downtown and other districts across the city), but also brought to light our current lack ofa
comprehensive bicycle and pedestrian plan for our City and the difficulty that presents to making major
traffic, building code, and spending decisions on a rational basis.

Tt is time that we fill this gap in our City planning. Indeed, planning for cycling and walking
should be integrated into our transportation planning for roads and our land use planning for zones across
the city. As we do so, I am optimistic we will find, as other communities have, that the costs for bicycle
and pedestrian facilities can be affordably integrated into construction and maintenance work we are
already doing for these other purposes.

In addition, the City of Lakewood likely will more successfully compete for state and federal
transportation funds if we have a comprehensive bicycle and pedestrian plan, since these agencies have
both encouraged cities to prioritize these goals and have reserved dedicated funds to help pay for them.



Finally, in the words of a U.S. Department of Transportation planning information site (see
www.bicyclinginfo org/develop), “Land use and transportation planning is key to establishing quality
multimodal service and to affording choices in transportation to community members. Thorough planning
cnables a community to become proactive rather than reactive in addressing concerns about bicyclist
access, mobility, safety, and aesthetics. In the end, this can save time, money, and lives.”
