ADDRESSING COUNCIL — The President may recognize any non-member for addressing Council on
any question then pending. In such cases, the person recognized shall address the chair, state his or her
name and address and the subject matter he or she desires to discuss. Speakers must be courteous in their
language and avoid personalities. When addressed by the Chair, the speaker must yield the floor and
comply with all rulings of the chair, said rulings not being open to debate. Except with permission of
Council specifically given, speakers shall be limited to five minutes. No person who has had the floor
shall again be recognized until all others desiring an opportunity to speak have been given an opportunity
to do so.

AGENDA ITEMS PROTOCOL:

The Clerk at the beginning of the meeting will present the AGENDA ITEMS sign-in sheet to the
President of Council. Speakers will be called to address Council by the Chair. A citizen must first write
his or her name, address and agenda item number on the designated sign-in sheet in order to be
recognized.

PUBLIC COMMENT PROTOCOL:

The clerk at the end of the meeting will present the PUBLIC COMMENT sign-in sheet to the President of
Council. Public Comment will be welcomed at the end of 2 Council Meeting on miscellancous issues or
issues other than agenda items. A citizen must first write his or her name, address and topic on the
designated sign-in sheet in order to be recognized. The forum is not designed to be a question and answer
session.

AN ORDINANCE to amend Section 145.04, Membership, within Chapter
145, Keep Lakewood Beautiful, of the Codified Ordinances of the City of
Lakewood to increase membership, increase the term of membership and to
remove any restrictions on the number of terms that a member may serve.

WHEREAS, Keep Lakewood Beautiful Board was established in 1997,
Since that time, it has become apparent that the volunteers who serve on this
Board are very committed to their duties and restrictions on terms should be
removed in addition to lengthening each term to allow more continuity in the
membership of the board. Now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That Section 145.04, Membership, within Chapter 145, Keep
Lakewood Beautiful, of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Lakewood currently
reading as follows:

145,04 MEMBERSHIP,

(a) The Keep Lakewood Beautiful Board provided for herein shall be
comprised of at least ten but not more than thirteen members. Eighty percent
(80%) of the voting Board shall be residents of and/or real property owners in
the City. The remaining twenty percent (20%) may be members doing business
or providing services to the City. Members shall be approved by Council and the
Mayor. In addition, all members of Council and the Mayor shall be nonvoting ex-
officic members of the Board. The following Municipal Departments may send a
representative to act in an advisory capacity:

(1) Department of Human Services, Division of Health;
(2) Department of Pubiic Works, Division of Refuse and Recycling;
(3) Department of Planning and Community Development; and

(4) Department of Safety, Division of Police.
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(b)  With the exception of the Municipal representatives, members of the
Board will be appointed to a three year term. At the end of the three year term,
the member will be eligible for appointment for another term. Student members
will be appointed for a one year term with the term renewable in one year
increments.

Shall be and is hereby amended to read as follows:
145,04 MEMBERSHIP.

(a) The Keep Lakewood Beautiful Board provided for herein shall
be composed of fifteen residents of the City of Lakewood. Members shall be
nominated by the Board and approved by Council and the Mayor. In addition, all
members of Council and the Mayor shall be nonvoting ex-officio members of the
Board. The Mayor shall appoint one member of the administrative staff of the
City of Lakewood who shall serve as Secretary to the Board. The Mayoral
appointment is not required to be a resident of the City of Lakewood and shall
serve until his or her replacement is appointed.

(b)  With the exception of the Municipal representatives, members of the
Board will be appointed to a four year term with no limit on the number of terms
that a member may serve.

Section 2. It is found and determined that all formal actions of this
Council concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were adopted in
an open meeting of this Council, and that all such deliberations of this Council
and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were in meetings
open to the public in compliance with all legal requirements.

AN ORDINANCE to take effect immediately provided it receives the affirmative
vote of at least five (5) members elected to Council otherwise, it shall take effect and
be in force after the earliest period allowed by law, amending Section 309.99, Fees,
within the Codified Ordinances of the City of Lakewood for the purpose of correcting a
typographical error,

WHEREAS, this Council by a vote of at least five (5) members elected thereto
determines that this ordinance is an emergency measure, and that this ordinance shall
take effect at the earliest date possible as set forth in ARTICLE III, SECTONS 10 and
13 of the SECOND AMENDED CHARTER OF THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, and that it is
necessary for the immediate preservation of the public property, health and safety, and
to provide for the usual daily operation of municipal departments in that Chapter 309 of
the Lakewood Codified Ordinances takes effect August 1, 2010. Now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That Section 309.99 of the Lakewood Codified Ordinances currently
reading as follows:

309.99 Fees.

(A) Whoever violates Section 351.01(a) through (p), (r) or (s) through Section
351,18 or Section 351.20(b) or (c) or Section 351.23(a), (b), (c) or (d) shall be charged
thirty five dollars ($35.00) except that if such fee is paid in full within seventy-two hours
such fee shall be reduced to twenty-five dollars ($25.00).

(B) Whoever violates Section 351.01(q) or Section 351.27 shall be charged thirty
five dollars ($45.00) except that if such fee is paid in full within seventy-two hours such
fee shall be reduced to thirty-five doliars ($35.00).

(C) Whoever violates Section 351.23(f) shall be charged two hundred fifty dollars
($250.00) except that if such fee is paid within seventy-two hours, such fee shall be
two hundred dollars ($200.00). Anyone admitting to violating Section 351.23(f) and
showing that the offender or the person for who's benefit the vehicle was being
operated had been issued a removable windshield piacard that then was valid, parking
card, or special license plates that then were valid but the offender or the person failed
to display the placard or special license plates as described in Section 351.23(FH(1)A. or
B. shall be charged one hundred dollars ($100.00).
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(D)  Whoever violates Section 351.16 shall be charged eighty dollars ($80.00)
except that if such fee is paid in full within seventy-two hours such fee shall be reduced
to fifty dollars ($50.00).

(F) Whoever violates any of the provisions of Section 355.06(a), (b) or (c), or
Chapter 353 shall be charged twenty-five dollars ($25.00) except that if such fee is paid
in full within seventy-two hours such fee shall be reduced to fifteen dollars ($15.00).

(F) Whoever violates any other provision of Chapter 351, 353 or 355, for which no
other fee is specified, shall be charged twenty-five dollars ($25.00) except that if such
fee is paid in full within seventy-two hours such fee shall be reduced to fifteen dollars
($15.00).

Re:  Legislation to make Lakewood a founding member of a regional Advanced Energy Special
Improvement District

Dear Members of Council:

Late last year we proposed, and earlier this year you joined us in supporting a resolution in
support of, creating in Lakewood a solar special-improvement district (SID), as permitted under a new
state law. In effect, a solar SID would help more businesses and homeowners afford solar energy projects-
-at little or no cost to the city--by providing up-front financing at affordable rates, to be paid back by
participating property owners over as long as 25 years. The resulting increase in solar projects could help
create jobs in our region, burnish Lakewood’s reputation as a forward-looking, environmentally-
conscious community, and provide an affordable way for Lakewood property owners to invest in their
aging buildings and housing stock.

In the intervening months, the City has been working to build the legal framework to establish the
SID in consultation with municipal finance experts made available to us through the First Suburbs
Development Council (FSDC). After considering the administrative overhead nécessary and estimating
the significant number of projeéts required to make the SID viable, it is our recommendation that
Lakewood participate in a regional SID to be Jointly created with fellow FSDC member communities and
the City of Cleveland.

We therefore submit to Council’s consideration the following legislation and supporting legal
documents to launch the regional SID this summer and to make Lakewood a charter participating
member:

1. A resolution to authorize Lakewood’s participation in the new SID and execute the various legal
documents required by state law to create it. (Note: this is the only piece of legislation that
requires Council action. Other participating member communities will consider similar
resolutions. )

2. As supporting documents for the resolution (but not for passage by Council), a Petition to create
the SID and for the City of Lakewood to participate as a charter member; the initial Plan for the
SID; and the SID Articles of Incorporation, as required by state law.

Do
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A final note: for Lakewood (and other member municipalities) to be eligible to participate as a
charter member of the SID, we must approve the development of a small-scale demonstration special
energy improvement project to be located on City land (for example, a $500 solar-powered floodlight).
This project will be named in the above-mentioned petitions.

As you can see, creating the SID requires an involved and intricate process that we will have
ample opportunity to discuss in committee in greater detail. Despite this significant learning curve, we are
confident the resulting regional SID will afford the City and Lakewood property owners the best of both
worlds: the advantages of affordable up-front financing made available to property owners at little or no
cost to the City; and the economies of scale and insulation from risk afforded by the structuring the SID
as a regional, multi-community effort.

As a concluding thought, please note this project has already generated considerable interest and
excitement, having earned the votes of thousands in the “EfficientGovNow” grant contest, and having
been singled out for praise by the Cleveland Plain Dealer in a May 28 editorial. On top of this, dozens of
Lakewood residents have expressed interest in participating with the STD. We look forward to working
with you to make this innovative project a reality, and we respectfully request your consideration of this
legislation and a referral to the appropriate committee.

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the execution and delivery of a Petition and
Approval of the Petition, Articles of Incorporation, and Initial Plan of the City of
Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council Advanced Energy Special
Improvement District.

WHEREAS, Ohio law was amended by Ohio House Bill 1 of the 128th General
Assembly, effective October 15, 2009, to authorize the creation of Special Improvement
Districts (District) under Chapter 1710 of the Ohio Revised Code to allow property
owners to assess themselves to pay costs of developing and implementing plans for
public improvements and public services that benefit the District, including as provided
for in Ohio House Bill 1, special energy improvement projects which are defined in Ohio
House Bill 1 to mean “any property, device, structure or equipment necessary for the
acquisition, installation, equipping and improvement of any real or personal property
used for the purpose of creating a solar photo voitaic project or a solar thermal energy
project, whether such real or personal property is publicly or privately owned.”: and

WHEREAS, specifically, Chapter 1710 of the Ohio Revised Code provides that a
District may be created by petition of the owners of real property within the proposed
District. No District may include any property of federal or state government or a
county, township or municipal corporation, unless the county, township or municipal
corporation specifically requests in writing that the property be included in the District.
Ohio House Bill 1 further provides that any District created may contain non-contiguous
parcels of real property if all parcels of real property included in the District contain at
least one special energy improvement project and 100% of the owners of the parcels of
real property in the District sign a petition requesting inclusion in the District. District
boundaries can include parcels of real property located in multiple municipal
corporations or townships, so long as each of the municipal corporations or townships is
contiguous to one another; and

WHEREAS, adoption of this legislation represents the first legislative step in the
process of creating the City of Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council Advanced
Energy Special Improvement District (hereinafter referred to as the “Advanced Energy
District”), which will likely be the first Ohio House Bill 1 special improvement district
created under the amendments to Chapter 1710 of the Revised Code and which may be
the first or one of the first multi-jurisdictional urban-first ring suburban property assessed
clean energy (PACE) programs in the United States; and

WHEREAS, the Mayors and the economic development directors of the City of

Cleveland and member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council
are requesting City Council to approve the creation of the Advanced Energy District and a
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pilot program to be marketed to commercial and industrial property owners within the City
of Lakewood and each of the participating municipal corporations in the Advanced Energy
District that will (i) provide commercial and industrial property owners who desire to
generate electricity on their properties the ability to pursue long term special assessment
financing, (ii) use Ohio House Bill 1 authority to permit these property owners to
participate in various federal and state grant and tax incentives that will lower the
property owner's electric utility bills; (iii) lower the carbon footprint of the region; and (iv)
create economies of scale through joining with other participating municipal corporations
to achieve results listed in items (i) through (iii); and

WHEREAS, in order to create a common Plan for the development of special energy
improvement projects in the Advanced Energy District and achieve certain economies of
scale needed to lower special energy improvement project financing costs, the Mayors and
economic development directors of each of the City of Cleveland and the participating
contiguous member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council
are requesting that each municipal corporation wishing to participate in the Advanced
Energy District join the Advanced Energy District as initial members. Te do this each City
Council is being requested to approve the development of a demonstration special energy
improvement project that will be located on land owned by the participating municipal
corporation and then approve the execution and delivery of a Petition that requests in
writing that the municipally owned real property where the special energy improvement
project will be developed be included in the Advanced Energy District. By each
participating municipal corporation becoming the initial members of the District and
approving the same Plan, special energy improvement projects developed by commerdcial-
industrial property owners in each City participating in the Advanced Energy District will be
able to join the Advanced Energy District to deveiop their special energy improvement
projects according one Advanced Energy District plan approved by each participating
municipal corporation. The City Councils of each of the City of Cleveland and the
participating member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council
will be considering a similar resolution. The costs of developing and financing special
energy improvement projects and providing services to and operating the Advanced
Energy District are anticipated to be assessed to the commercial-industrial property
owners developing special energy improvement projects in the District and will not be
financed with general obligation bonds of the City of Lakewood; and

WHEREAS, Ohio Revised Code (8§8§1710 et seq) requires that each legislative
body desiring to create the Advanced Energy District act on a petition within 60 days of
the submission of such petition. This resolution therefore authorizes the execution and
delivery of a Petiion by the City to develop a demonstration special energy
improvement project and further requests in writing for municipal real property where
the demonstration special energy improvement project will be developed be included in
the Advanced Energy District. This resolution also requests approval by the City of the
Petition, the Articles of Incorporation and the Plan which approvals will permit special
energy improvement projects developed in the Advanced Energy District to be

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developed according to one single plan that has been approved by each participating
municipal corporation. The Petition submitted to City Council for approval will be
submitted for approval by each participating municipal corporation in the Advanced
Energy District. NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIO:

SECTION 1. The City of Lakewood hereby approves the execution and delivery
of a Petition, a copy of which is on file with the Clerk of Council. The Petition has been
or will be executed and delivered by the City, the City of Cleveland, Ohio and those
member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium Development Council that will be
participating municipal corporations in the Advanced Energy District and include or will
include a listing of parcels of real property owned by each participating municipal
corporation in the Advanced Energy District as identified by permanent parcel number.
The short name of the special improvement district created pursuant to the Petition and
this resolution will be the “City of Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council
Advanced Energy Special Improvement District” and the name of the special
improvement district for purposes of filing the Articles of Incorporation of the special
improvement district with the Ohio Secretary of State will be as provided for in Section
2 hereof. The Petition represents the request in writing of the City of Lakewood for
inclusion into the Advanced Energy District of certain real property owned by the City as
well as the request in writing of each participating municipal corporation in the
Advanced Energy District for inclusion of real property owned by that participating
municipal corporation into the Advanced Energy District. A demonstration special
energy improvement project will be developed by the City and each participating
municipal corporation on the parcels of real property included in the Advanced Energy
District. The City will pay costs of developing the demonstration special energy
improvement project on real property owned by the City in the amount of $1,000 using
City funds donated to the City or appropriated for such purpose by the City. The Mayor
is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Petition on behalf of the City in
substantially the form on file with the Clerk of Council, together with such revisions and
additions as are approved by the Director of Law as being consistent with the objectives
and requirements of this resolution including the addition of the names and related
information of those member communities of the First Suburbs Consortium
Development Council that have or will execute, deliver and approve the Petition and
Plan of the Advanced Energy District as participating municipal corporations, all of
which shall be conclusively evidenced by the execution and delivery of the Petition by
said officers.

SECTION 2. The City of Lakewood hereby approves the Petition submitted to the
City as provided for in Section 1 hereof and further approves the Articles of
Incorporation of the City of Cleveland-First Suburbs Development Council Advanced
Energy Special Improvement District in substantially the form attached hereto as
“Exhibit A" and included with said Petition, together with such revisions and additions to
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the Articles of Incorporation as are approved by the Director of Law as being consistent

Through the Bureau of Justice Assistance, Edward Byme Memorial Grant, the City of Lakewood, Division of
Police, is eligible for an award of $20,000 in 2010, without local match.
